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BASIC PRINCIPLES OF DEVELOPMENT OF AXIOLOGICAL DIMENSION
OF THE EUROPEAN EDUCATIONAL SPACE

The concept of "value" is closely linked to the needs, interests of the
individual and society.

The worldview of the European Union is based on six basic principles
of values:

-freedom, the ability of the individual to make choices that affect his
life;

-democracy, the possibility of citizens' influence on state processes.
Transparency and legitimacy of the government that pursues the interests
of society;

-respect for human dignity, providing decent living conditions in
various fields

-equality, prohibition of discrimination on any grounds. Everyone has
the right to be a full member of society;

-respect for human rights, including the rights of minorities, all people
have equal rights from birth;

- the rule of law, the government acts exclusively in compliance with
all regulations. [1]
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These values are the basis of the worldview of every European who
seeks to live in a safe, comfortable and free country with uniform rules. In
such a country, only its aspirations and hard work are needed to become a
successful person. Therefore, representing and interpreting different
values, education gives the individual the opportunity to choose, to form
for themselves the best system of values. The values and goals of education
are explored on the basis of modern socio-philosophical dominants and
new connections between education and reality.

The education system is a unique phenomenon that is much more
complex than other systems, such as the spiritual and material aspects of
the past and present. Throughout the country, education and its
organization have their own characteristics.

The European Higher Education Area (EHEA) is an intergovernmental
cooperation structure officially established at the Bologna Ministerial
Conferences held in Budapest and Vienna in March 2010. The Bologna
Process was initiated and supported by the Conference of Ministers
responsible for Higher Education in France, Germany, Italy and the United
Kingdom in Bologna in June 1999. [2]

The purpose of the EHEA is the development of higher education,
which is as follows:

- based on academic freedom and institutional autonomy and the
participation of students and teachers in the management of higher
education;

- promotes quality, economic attractiveness and social cohesion;

- encourages students and teachers to move freely (be mobile);

- the social dimension of higher education is developing;

- promotes employment of graduates and lifelong learning;

- sees students and staff as active members of the academic
community;

- is open and cooperates with higher education in other parts of the
world.

The rationale for the educational process in the EU is based on the
importance of balancing the orientation of education to the individual,
society and culture. The main values of the educational space include:

-responsibility for universal values is the main value. Its essence:
human qualities can be any, but universal values remain intact
Responsibility for universal values in some way affect society and culture.
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However, education must take into account the balance of all 3 poles,
including the individual;

-personal self-actualization in culture and life. This educational value
is related to the orientation of education to the self-interests of the
individual, as well as a free, creative person who is self-fulfilling. A person
in life remains to find his place and in this he must help education. Because
it can be seen that a person becomes responsible for universal values,
chooses his own worldview, finds general cultural competence, but in
personal potential remains a stranger. Education cannot stay away from
this problem. Its solution is to find an individual approach to a person, to
allow him to culturally apply his personal, emotional potential, inner,
unconscious, even irrational needs. Otherwise, this culturally unrealized
potential can become destructive for the individual and even socially
dangerous. Self-actualization in life and culture as an educational value
serves as a regulator for taking into account and solving problems;

-free worldview self-determination. The purpose of education is to
provide conditions for free self-determination of each person in the world
of worldviews, the adoption of their own values in the form of life goals.
Leading motives and interests, aspirations, needs, principles;

-cultural competence as a value is built as follows: can assimilate new
discoveries and developments related to human knowledge and practice,
and allows you to determine the educational requirements for each type of
degree in educational systems. A person can be considered to have general
cultural competence if he / she is capable of adequate comprehension,
practical solution and communicative expression of situations that go
beyond his / her professional sphere.

At the same time, European integration processes in education are
based on the principle of national identity of educational systems. The
European Community has great respect for the education systems of
different countries. After all, unity in diversity has been and remains a
worldview and value principle of European education. Such unity manifests
itself in the pluralism of national education systems that are in line with
European standards and values. Therefore, a necessary condition for the
integration of Ukraine's education into the European space is the
development of its national educational space on the humanistic principles
of Western civilization. Its mission is to preserve national spiritual values
and become a barrier to cultural homogenization. This space should affirm
the national identity of the person and his cultural identity. [3, p.145-149]
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Based on the priority of the individual, Western European countries
have enshrined the freedom of education as a social value. Freedom is
manifested in the availability of education, which stimulates its choice
according to personal needs. In Europe, access to education is organically
linked to individual responsibility to society and society. This encourages a
person to make an informed choice, because the loan must be repaid to
society. Therefore, the availability of education correlates with such
valuable features as quality, social needs and personal self-realization. At
the same time, the quality of education is a significant value for a person,
his self-development and self-affirmation.

The European Union (EU) is a community of values. Summing up, we
can say that: European countries are stable societies with established
democratic and socially oriented market traditions. Here the value is a self-
sufficient person who realizes himself in personal, professional and social
dimensions. Therefore, the individual and society need not any, but quality
education, in compliance with all basic universal values. Without the
prospect of self-realization for a person there is no motivation to obtain
quality education.
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
