In Britain and the US surnames, also called last names or
family names, pass from fathers to their children. Traditionally,
women change their surname when they marry, replacing their
maiden name, the surname they had from birth, with the surname of
their husband. In the US especially, some women keep their maiden
name as their surname after they are married. A few create a double-
barrelled name (4mE hyphenated name) from the two surnames,
such as Johnson-Brown. In a few cases the husband and children
may also take this name. In Britain a double-barrelled surname used
to suggest an upper-class background, but this is no longer always so.

In the US, laws about changing a last name, whether after
marriage or for some other reason, vary from state to state, but it’s
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
