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According to the theory of acculturation the integration is such a strategy
of inter-cultural interaction, where the elements of one’s own identity are inte-
gration into an accepting culture; there through it is getting possible to identity
oneself both with a traditional both an accepting culture. It’s the most prefer-
able strategy. However, there is always a danger of an exact apposite result - to
lose one’s own identity and not to have a possibility to identify oneself with
another one and namely a European culture; it's a danger “to hang” between
cultures, not belonging to any of them. Such a result is determined as a mar-
gilization.

In this connection it’s extremely actual to investigate the process of form-
ing identity and identity crisis while settling the matter of Euro- integration in
Ukssinian community. [dentity is a result of multi-measured process of regulat-
ing socio-culture interaction as a model that enables a person to join the sur-
rounding world. The collapse of the traditional Soviet identity with its charac-
teristic and habitual socio- cultural interaction resulted in the necessity t0 iden-
tify oneself again under new conditions. “The nations of former soviet Repub-
lics will have to go through the restoration of their collective identity in the
world...”[1, p.490].

One can propose a diade: centre-periphery used by Sh. Eisenstadt [2] as an
instrument of theoretical reflexion of identity alteration in a society that is de-
veloping and going away from a traditional culture and life style. Euro- inte-
gration is an innovative project that is being proposed by the elite. The elite as
a culture center of a society realizes the “social mission”, i.e. the replacement
of their own identity and the identity of the whole society; using with this pur-
pose central institutions. Identity crisis in a society happens as a result of the
dislike expressed by peripheral groups with respect to the proposed by the elite
configuration of a collective identity. The subject of a strong ideological oppo-
sition between central and peripheral groups reveals the problem of compatibil-
ity between the tradition and country history on the hand, and modern project
and a new institutional structure on the other hand.

Besides, on account of its unique location in political, geographical, eco-
nomical and cultural space, Ukraine found itself in the zone of attraction by
several civilized kernels, and being attracted to them the society elements ac-
cept different cultural identities. As a result one fails to acquire an ideological
certainty or political subjectivity and establish sustainable social structures.

Thus, this question’s settlement first of all depends on acquirement of sus-
tainable collective identity within the society and formation of values kernel
and also corresponding to these values norms, regulations, models and stan-
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dards of behave our. The search of symbols and roles is of great importance
because they could connect unjversal socio- cultural orientations of moderniza-
tion: Euro- integrative orientations that would include national traditions com-
prising more detailed features of these traditions. It is necessary to consolidate
a society round common culture codes; it is extremely important that the pe-
ripheral groups could take part in central institutions and processes.
