UKRAINE INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION IN CORRUPTION
PREVENTION

Long aspirations of Ukraine to become an equal member of the
international community and European integration processes caused the
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need to bring Ukrainian legal system and legislative framework into line
with international standards. According to the indexes of sociological
research of many international institutions, Ukraine is one of the most
corrupted countries in the world. Taking into account these processes,
along with the other problems and tasks facing Ukraine, the corruption
prevention is getting top priority.

Recognizing the necessity of struggle against corruption, the
international community started uniting. Such complex phenomenon as
corru[ption exists even in the most democratic and legal states. It is socially
negative and dangerous, contradicts the principles of social justice and
society moral, threatens law rules.

The result of this cooperation is the adoption of the international
legal acts complex at the level of the United Nations and European
institutions, aimed to establish the uniform standards of fighting against
corruption at the international level, and to implement them by means of
direct internal struggle with this phenomenon. Ukraine has supported most
of these acts in the system of national legislation, including the Law of
Ukraine «On Grounds of Corruption Prevention and Counteraction» [1],
but an issue of its practical realization is problematic.

Under conditions of normal development of democracy, corruption
is an ordinary phenomenon. Typical Ukrainian democracy is characterized
by the complete lack of control and impunity when power is united with the
shadow capital, and society loses moral orientation, so that the unrestrained
general public greed is prevailing.

Signing the Association Agreement with the European Union,
Ukraine takes the responsibility to overcome corruption [2]. In this context
it is necessary to realize a definite plan of consecutive and reasonable
actions; namely, the optimization of anti-corruption legislation,
implementation of international standards of corruption prevention. It is
also necessary to create a single, centralized, independent anti-corruption
body. The next government task of the corruption prevention is to
strengthen coordination between authorized bodies.

Today there is no political will to create an effective political anti-
corruption agency and the pressure from existing European structures,
independent experts or political opposition is insufficient.

It is a complex crucial process, both for the bureaucratic apparatus
and for the society, and it is necessary to develop a single, strategic policy
of prevention this social disease. It is also nessessary to strengthen the
liability for comitting of corruption, to apply more rigid penalties for guilty
person.
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The most closely Ukraine as a rightful member in solving of this
problem cooperates with the United Nations by joining the UN Convention
against Corruption [3], which is the most universal international act, that
unifies norms and standards in fighting against corruption, and is a
reference point of all UN member states, including Ukraine.

The public must fight with the corruption, monitoring the activities
of public officials authorities, controlling the implementation of anti-
corruption laws. For its part, the state must ensure the widest possible
public access to public information about the activities of state authorities,
thus contributing to public awareness and the ability to control government
activities that will provide the principles of publicity, openness,
transparency of activities of the state apparatus.
