ON THE MORAL FOUNDATIONS OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Main principles of sustainable development must become everyone’s moral
code. In view of sustainable development concept and in order to implement it, it is
necessary to prepare population in order to avoid countering the required changes.

The main principles of sustainable development concept are social attitude,
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resource base protection and environment protection to secure the future for every
country and the entire planet. It requires prepared society with strict moral
standards.

The following principles are the foundation of moral of modern society
including Russia:

1) only that is forbidden which directly infringes other people’s rights;

2) all the people has equal rights.

In fact, the abovementioned statements are oriented to expansion of
individual choice but they doesn’t consider the possible negative consequences of
such choice.

This situation makes the legislation to regulate all the social behavior.
However it is known that laws and statutory acts cannot regulate moral statutes.

Fast technical and technological development increases the social
responsibility of each person. It is because the people have much more
opportunities than they have 20-25 years ago but they have no limits for their
capabilities or some people or groups could infringe such limits.

All the modern technical innovations have the ambiguous effect upon people.
They increase life quality but also increase the moral responsibility. For instance,
PC facilitates education, increases investigation opportunities, helps to meet other
people etc. but teenager could leave society, ignore social tasks and fall into so-
called "virtual reality". Psychologists think that PC games causes addiction,
cruelty, and hunger for violence. Sedentary lifestyle increases incidence rate and
therefore leads to decrease in national health and moral statutes.

The other causes of moral regression in Russia are social and economical
instability and long transitional period followed by loss of life values. Decrease in
life quality hinders most people to appeal to their moral in everyday life. As they
say, "He that is warm thinks all so".

It should be noted that moral level is difficult to determine and there is no
common technique to determine it. The society occasionally underrates the
importance of this characteristic and responses wrongly to government actions.
