«In March huge swathes of the coral reefs stretching over hundreds
of miles off the coast of Queensland, Australia, was killed by an underwater
heatwave caused by global warming.

Since then “many more have died more slowly” according to the
initial findings of surveys of 83 reefs by a research team at James Cook
University.

Dr Andrew Hoey said: “In March, we measured a lot of heavily
bleached branching corals that were still alive, but we didn’t see many
survivors this week».

«Speaking earlier on BBC Radio 4, he said he understood “the
problems that can come in some areas”, which is why he would create a
“migrant impact fund” to ease pressure on public services.

“Migrants that have come to this country make an enormous
contribution to it. Our conference understands that and Tom Watson put
