REGULATORY FRAMEWORK IN EMERGING MARKETS:
OUTLINING THE CRISES IMPACT

For the past few years the financial sector in many countries has un-
dergone significant transformations that affected the activities of financial
regulators.

To ensure the efficiency of the financial sector in the context of the new
financial architecture it’s useful to study the foreign experience of financial
systems supervision organization.

From the very beginning there are some distinctions of terms interpre-
tation in Ukrainian and foreign scientific literature. In research papers of
Ukrainian scientists the term “banking regulation™ 1s different to the “banking
supervision”. On the contrary Western scientific world do not discriminate
these concepts, combining them in the common term “banking supervision™.

In international practice i1t’s used to identify three basic models of super-
visory systems: sector, task model and a single supervisor (mega-regulator).

Countries with bank-oriented financial architecture tend to chose sectoral
model of bank regulation and the majority of market-oriented countries pre-
fer models based on the division of tasks. Ukraine is also a representative of
this group of countries and that’s all is about Russia, Kazakhstan and others.

The Central Bank carries out supervision of private banks activities,
their branches, and representative offices on territory of Ukraine. The Bank
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
