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best results in the formation of a comprehensive economic strategy of the
enterprise.

For a firm that is going to improve a production process or even the
whole of its activities, benchmarking becomes an indispensable tool to
ensure the implementation of this plan. In this case, the firm must
determine which company is on top of the competition, why own business
is not the best in the industry. It should define what needs must be changed
or saved in the company, how to implement the appropriate strategy to
become the best of the best. In this sense, benchmarking helps to develop
the potential of the company and is the basis of motivation production. The
introduction of benchmarking allows to improve the planning, management
and production of the company and increases its competitiveness, which
makes it possible to learn from the mistakes of others, minimizing own.
Only a comparative analysis creates new productive and technological
innovations in the market.

Benchmarking promotes the development of a critical attitude to
the existing organization business processes; activates the learning process
and creates motivation for change for the better; allows to find the
innovative sources of improvement; reveals new standards to measure the
performance of business processes.

Thus, benchmarking can be regarded as one of the most important
areas of strategic marketing oriented research. Enterprises must develop
activities for the study the «best» products and marketing process used
areas competitors and companies working in similar areas to identify
possible ways to improve their methods.
