IMPORTANCE OF PET HOTELS SET UP AS A NEW PHENOMENA FOR
UKRAINE AND ITS ECONOMIC, MARKETING & SOCIAL
CONSTITUENTS

Pet or so-called “zoo” hotels are a new phenomenon for our country. The
need for such establishments among pet owners arises, if necessary, under the
supervision of a pet during absence - on departure, travel, travel, etc. Quite often a
cat or dog does not have anyone and the credibility of temporary hosts engaged in
overexposures is small. Often the conditions of detention may not coincide with what
is desired, and it is difficult to predict whether the animal will properly take care of
whether it has received good nutrition and so on.

Approximately every third Ukrainian has a pet. At present, there are about
20 million dogs and 35 million cats in households, not counting other animals such
as turtles, birds and fish in Ukraine. Recently, there has been a trend in the country
to increase the number of pets. This is particularly noticeable in the case of large
cities, where caring for a cat or dog becomes the most effective way of
communicating with wildlife and the best cure for stress.

The purpose of this topic is to open a hotel for pets to provide services for
their overexposure and temporary accommodation. Hotel Zoo should be located in
a two-story house with a courtyard (owned by an entrepreneur), in a city with a
population of more than 500 thousand people.

The organizational and legal form of business should be sole proprietorship.
As a tax scheme, simplified system of taxation 15% should be chosen. The owner
of the project will lead the zoo, acting as the chief administrator. Directly to it will
be subordinated regular and hired employees, organizing supervision and care of
animals.

If we take into account the fact that every third Ukrainian has one pet, then
in a city with a population of more than 500 thousand people, no less than 160
thousand domestic animals live. Given that the average expenditure on domestic
animals is about 600 UAH per month, the market capacity associated with domestic
animals is up to 240 million per month and up to 1.88 billion UAH in year.
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In order for more people to know about the services of the zoo, the media
will be attracted to the opening, advertising on the Internet (on thematic forums, in
the communities of pet owners).

The information on the progress of the pet hotel set up should be covered
in social networks, which will also become a platform for communication with
potential clients, studying through their polls their preferences and wishes.

Zoo hotel should be located within the city, in one of the private sectors of
the city, in an area with high transport availability, and work around the clock. The
total area of rooms for pets, including street cages, is more than 200 square meters.
When placing the zoo hotels, the requirements of the Sanitary and Epidemiological
Station should be taken into account, according to which such establishments should
be located at a distance of not less than 150 meters from residential buildings.

Eventually, from the point of view of internal business processes, the zoo
hotel is not much different from the usual, "human": here too there is a reservation,
occupancy of the numbered fund, high and low seasons. This allows to borrow
marketing moves of the "big" hotel business.

Another important factor for pet hotel activity is clear seasonality of this
business: the main load falls on the summer, Christmas, New Year, May &
secondary school seasonal holidays. More than 60% of its income the hotel receives
in summer. By the way, many hotels have a seasonal format, they work only in
summer, which is quite justified.

Currently, in Ukraine pet hotel business has just started to be developed. So
it can be good start for entrepreneurs, as this type of activity doesn’t need special
licenses and investments as it was considered above. The same time good quality
service and care should be provided to insure clients their pets will be properly
attended.
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
