INTERNATIONAL STUDIES ON THE IMPACT OF CORRUPTION
ON ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Hundreds of scientific studies have been written on all the problems caused
by corruption. Thousands of pages are devoted to them and, unfortunately, it is
impossible to even briefly touch on each one. But in this work we will focus on
revealing the main consequences for the economy.

Since corruption has a shadow nature, it is not possible to accurately
measure economic costs. The World Economic Forum announced a figure of at least
2.6 trillion dollars a year, or 5% of the total world GDP, goes to corruption schemes.
According to the World Bank, individuals, businesses and businesses lose more than
$ 1 trillion in bribes each year [1]. However, these numbers can be much higher,
unfortunately. However, the economic consequences of corruption do not end there
in numbers. Briefly speaking about the main ones, the most important is the murder
of market freedom. How?

Corruption occurs where bureaucratic processes and their monopolization
create significant transaction costs for businesses and other individuals, which
creates the motivation to participate in corrupt transactions. In a sense, this is the
market's rational response to government failures, which can thus be detected and
remedied. And it would seem that accelerating these processes and increasing
"competition" for these public services should increase the efficiency of public
policy and improve the allocation of resources (the "queue model™ proposed by
Louis (1985), Beck's and Maher "auction model” (1986)) [2]. Corruption can
weaken the squeaky wheel of government bureaucracy and foster private enterprise
and business.

However, not everything is so simple. For a government official, the priority is
to maximize profits, not efficiency and quality of services. Leaving the legal area attracts
the insecurity of the execution of corrupt contracts, and the factor of interest is not
necessarily taken into account when choosing one or another agent for the provision of
services. A corrupt person is not a service provider equally to all those offering bribes,



and the price of these services is not fixed. In other words, a competitive auction is not
the equivalent of corruption. In addition, all these theories proceed from the
characterization of problem areas as something exogenous, when in fact, quite often it
is corruption that is a factor in the degradation of the public sphere of certain services,
which creates its support by corrupt politicians. The more bribes are committed, the
more profitable is the corruption of the department, which means that it is higher.

Even if we do not pay attention to all of the above circumstances, we are
faced with the damage to fair competition, because when signing contracts, it is not
the qualifications and quality of candidates that are taken into account, but the
opportunity to derive a large corruption benefit from them. Corporations lose
incentive to improve the quality of services and products if there is a tool in their
field that can undermine the position of competitors without increasing
competitiveness. This is one of the factors of market monopolization, because it is
through political influence and the promotion of the necessary reforms for corrupt
money that companies destroy competition and establish restrictions on the entry of
new rivals, and the purity of competition, that is, in fact, the guarantee of freedom
of market relations. Bribes are becoming a form of tax for businesses, regressive
one, as the burden of such taxation falls more on small businesses in trade and
services, since these small entrepreneurs usually do not have political protection.

As mentioned, corruption can deliberately degrade the quality of the public
service sector. Unfortunately, the effect of this is much more serious than one might
think. This leads to an obstacle to the implementation of economic reforms,
especially liberal ones, which are often deregulatory in nature, requiring
transparency, fair competition and reduced discretionary powers. A corrupt person,
in order to save a way of obtaining economic rent, will in every possible way resist
changes, which in turn leads to the backwardness of the economy.

Also, the population becomes an obstacle on the way to a free market due
to the growth of social inequality. The embezzlement of the state budget through
investments in more corruptly profitable sectors of the economy such as
construction, purchase of military equipment and other large projects instead of less
profitable ones, such as education, medicine and other priority areas for the common
population, leads to a decline in social capital. Violation of laws serving social
purposes, such as building codes, environmental control for corruption gains lead to
increased public discontent, especially when these violations lead to serious
consequences. For example, the manipulation of building codes more than once led
to the collapse of objects and the deaths of the civilian population, which quite
strongly affects the public's confidence in the state. But at the very least, such
inequitable distribution of government spending leads to the concentration of wealth
in the hands of a minority and an increase in the unequal distribution of income. All
this in general affects the attitude of the population towards liberalism and attracts
to the adoption of cruel illiberal tactics for quick and decisive measures.
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A huge disadvantage of corruption is its unpredictability. It is not possible
to assess the level of corruption, measure it as a cost, and predict the likelihood of a
positive effect of a bribe. This increases the cost and complexity of running a
business, especially the upfront costs on the set-up phase, as well as risks and
uncertainty, which reduces incentives to invest, both externally and internally. For
any country, especially emerging economies, talented businessmen, entrepreneurs
and industrialists are a valuable resource, but investment and productive work
require economic stability with some degree of predictability and honesty on the part
of the government. Foreign direct investment increases capital resources that are
especially needed by poor countries. They bring in technology, new management
and marketing methods, expand the employment and skills of the workforce, and
modernize its productive capacity, which together increase the country's
competitiveness. The loss of such benefits is detrimental to economic development.

The investment flow is also affected by corruption attacks on the main
macroeconomic indicators of the state, which are losing their legitimacy. Corruption
and the shadow economy usually keep pace, because in order to carry out illegal
activities, one way or another requires a weak link through which you can either hide
the fact of its existence or "whiten" using legal means. Since economic indicators
assess the formal sector of the economy, the presence and development of the
shadow sector significantly distort the picture. In such conditions, long-term
investment decisions cannot be made. Consequently, this will negatively affect both
the quantity and the quality of the inflow of foreign capital into the country.

However, the outflow of investments is much more harmless than the
prosperity of illegal activities due to the growth of the shadow economy under the
influence of corruption. Opportunities for criminals affect the level of security, both
national and international. The increase in the level of violence, drug trafficking,
weapons, sexual slavery, kidnapping, mafia intimidation, money laundering
obtained by illegal means - all this is rooted in state life in the form of organized
crime and is covered by corrupt officials in every possible way. Such politicians can
not only close their eyes to obtain benefits, but they themselves can be part of this
system, withdrawing illegally obtained funds to offshore jurisdictions.

To sum up, the scale of the economic consequences under the influence of
corruption is quite large. Corruption affects many economic processes, distorting
them, and can cause negative consequences. Unfortunately, due to its shadow nature,
the study of corruption impact is complicated, and most of the assumptions do not
have statistical confirmation.

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E-COMMERCE DEVELOPMENT: IMPORTANCE AND PREFERENCES

In our time, e-commerce is the fastest and most convenient way to trade for
both sellers and buyers. More and more people are choosing simple and time-saving
ways to buy or sell a product. E-commerce is spreading to different areas of the
world market every day. Practicality is achieved by reducing staff costs, rent and
other factors.

Defining e-commerce in this way, it should be borne in mind that the market
as a system of interaction between counterparties (seller and buyer), aimed at
determining the price of goods and its quantity, requires detailed consideration of
the specifics of interaction between e-commerce market counterparts and business
modeling on a new technological basis. The organization of interaction in the e-
commerce market involves the use of models of information presentation,
transmission, organization of information flows, which allow optimizing the
implementation of various economic processes. In addition, one of the conditions
for the effective functioning and development of e-business is the definition and
implementation of requirements for the environment of information interaction of
all participants. Thus, the most relevant study of the organization of the e-commerce
market at the structural-functional, technological and logical-linguistic levels,
including the disclosure of the social and informational essence of e-commerce, its
institutional organization. The organization of business on a new technological basis
provides the processes of using information as a factor of social production. Such a
business organization creates new forms of competition, a specific competitive
environment in which, first of all, the information resource competes.

Based on the model of information interaction of e-commerce market
counterparties, it is important to (Redih, 2020): correspondence of the resource to
the direction of the firm's activity; availability of necessary and sufficient
information about the offered goods and services; convenience of communication
with the "client”, including the possibility of feedback, establishing further contact;
the ability to study the target audience, consumer preferences, etc.

An important feature of e-commerce is the individualization of relations
between participants in commercial transactions, which is the basis for the
implementation of new approaches to the organization of advertising products and
services via the Internet, as well as allows detailed study of the market. Thus, the issues
of marketing relate primarily to the organization of two-way communication with the
consumer, on the basis of which it becomes possible to study in more detail consumer
preferences, market microsegmentation and identify network communities [3].
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In today's dynamic business world, information about purchasing
preferences and customer needs gives firms a strategic advantage over competitors.
Having access to this type of information, it is necessary to systematize and analyze
it from different positions, to then actively use the data obtained in the development
of strategic plans of the firm. All the information contained in the database can be
used to prepare operational reports to improve the efficiency of the firm as a whole.
Traditional marketing tools include e-mail surveys, web page usage monitoring, web
survey forms, online dissemination and collection.

Today we can talk about the following most common areas of e-business
(Boreyko, 2020): e-commerce (e-commerce in the consumer and corporate sector
according to the models of “business — business” - B2B, “business — consumer” -
B2C, “consumer-consumer” - C2C, “consumer for business” - C2B, etc.); Internet
services (Internet trading, Internet banking, Internet insurance; information services
- access to search engines, electronic catalogs, e-mail and Internet telephony;
medical, transport, tourism, educational and consulting services); thematic Internet
services; activities of electronic companies (software development for offshore
programming technologies, system integration, site promotion and maintenance,
hosting and domain registration).

Thus, e-commerce is mainly associated with the purchase and sale of
information, products and services over the Internet, but is also used to transmit
information within the organization over the Internet to improve decision-making
and eliminate duplication at various stages of its development.

ANALYSIS OF UKRAINE'S FOREIGN TRADE DURING THE
PANDEMIC COVID 19

The post office of 2020 marks under itself how to exhort wills in history not
only to Ukraine, but also to the whole world. The development and positive
dynamics of the economy were not even mentioned, because the world was frozen
in events that are difficult to predict, measure and study. In the first patients, COVID
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19 stopped not only in one place, in the region or in a certain country, but also in
connection with this light.

COVID 19 hit the hardest on the health, well-being, jobs of the population,
people for months lost their sources of income and means for the usual upbringing,
had to make difficult decisions of alternative ways. Due to quarantine restrictions,
manufacturing plants dominate the production environment and then switch to a
closure mode or a fast working generation that is, of course, hit by increments.

Due to this impact of the COVID 19 pandemic, in the postal period of 2020
there is a negative decline in GDP growth by 5.9% over the same period in 2019 [1,
2]. For January-August 2020, Ukraine's trade turnover amounted to 64.25 billion
dollars - this is 9.7% less than for the eight months of 2019 (71.5 billion dollars).
During this period, Ukraine imported goods worth more than 33.3 billion dollars
(compared to the same period in 2019, imports decreased by 4.7 billion dollars or
12.4%). Exports from Ukraine amounted to $ 30.9 billion (a decrease in exports
amounted to $ 2.2 billion or 6.6%). The trade balance is negative ($ 2.4 billion).
Among the largest countries - importers to Ukraine: China - 5.1 billion dollars,
Germany - 3.2 billion dollars and Russia - 2.9 billion dollars, and most exported
goods to China - 4.3 billion dollars, Poland - 2 billion dollars and Russia - 1.8 billion
dollars. The most exported goods in 2020 include: grain - by $ 5.9 billion; ferrous
metals - by 5.2 billion dollars; sunflower oil - by $ 3.4 billion. Imports include: fuel,
oil and products of its distillation - $ 5.1 billion; machinery, equipment and
mechanical devices - $ 3.7 billion; electrical machinery and equipment, audio and
video equipment - $ 3.3 billion [3]. The geographical structure of foreign trade in
goods in January-October 2020 is presented in table. 1.

In general, for the period January-October 2020, exports to Ukraine
amounted to 39.6 billion US dollars, which is almost 5% less than the same period
in 2019, and imports 42.9 billion. USD, which is almost 15% less than the same
period in 2019 [4].

According to the official data of the State Statistics Service of Ukraine [4],
in the first half of 2020 Ukraine slightly reduced the volume of exports of its goods
abroad. In general, in the first 6 months of this year, which saw the peak of the
economic crisis and strict quarantine, Ukrainian exports fell by 6.4% (compared to
the first half of last year) or one and a half billion dollars. Import of goods to Ukraine
suffered much more significantly, it fell by 14.3% or more than four billion dollars.
In total, Ukraine exported goods worth $ 23 billion and imported goods worth $ 24
billion from abroad. During the quarantine, some export industries in Ukraine
continued to operate, but due to the closure of stores, the demand for imported
products decreased significantly. In addition, energy imports fell significantly, as did
imports of tourist services due to the closure of state borders and other quarantine
restrictions.

The gradual adaptation of the economy to quarantine restrictions and high
prices in foreign markets stimulated the growth of industrial production: in
December 2020, the seasonally adjusted index of industrial production increased by
1.1% compared to November and by 3.2% compared to December 2019. In 2020,
the overall decline in industrial production in Ukraine was 5.2%, including in the
processing industry - 6.9%.

In general, it should be noted that the peak of the reduction in foreign trade
in 2020 fell in May, while in June the rate of decline slowed. With the general
reduction in trade, Ukraine increased both exports and imports of food products and
agricultural products, which led to an increase in their share in the commodity
structure of Ukraine's foreign trade. The reduction of trade with the EU and CIS
countries is taking place against the background of an increase in its volumes with
other countries, which is a positive factor, provided that the trade balance with these
countries is maintained.

INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS AS AN IMPORTANT ACTOR OF
WORLD POLICY

Now, in the period of rapid development of scientific and technological
progress, the existence of states is impossible without their interaction. Their
interaction can take place through both economic and political relations. In the
modern world, it is with the help of international organizations that cooperation
between states is carried out. International organizations not only regulate interstate
relations, but also make decisions on global issues today. Also today there are many
acute issues: issues of war and peace, ecology, integration of states and others. Thus,
each international organization is called to address these issues.

International organizations, combining the economic, political and
scientific potential of different member states, have great potential and can have a
fundamental impact on the development of the world economy. International
organizations, uniting their member countries, accumulate extremely large financial,
industrial, scientific and other potential. As a result, organizations can have a
fundamentally important impact on national economies and the global economy as
a whole, making them influential actors in the global economy.

It should be noted that at the present stage of development such
organizations as the Organization of American States (OAS), the Organization of
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC), the Organization of African Unity (UAE),
the United Nations (UN), the North Atlantic Treaty Organization play a significant
role. (NATO), the World Trade Organization (WTO), the European Union (EU),
the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD), the
International Monetary Fund (IMF) and others [1].

It has also become a notable phenomenon that representatives of various
groups of the national bureaucracy are now increasingly seeking direct cooperation
with their counterparts abroad, negotiations with them and concerted action. As a
result, there is a development of internal ties and interests that are beyond national
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borders, which makes the domestic and international spheres even more
interpenetrating.

Today, the main activity of modern international organizations is to
maintain international peace and security [3]. For example, the UN was created to
unite all states in order to counter the threats of international peace and stability. The
solution of many international problems, as well as the provision of peace and
security largely depend, inter alia, on the results of its activities. The United Nations
is assisting in the preparation of national development plans aimed at ensuring
balanced economic and social progress and the best use of human, material and
financial resources. It assists developing countries in mobilizing the funds needed
to finance development programs, both by increasing their own export earnings and
by attracting external capital.

Along with the tasks of overcoming the economic backwardness of third
world countries, solving food problems occupies a large place in the activities of
international organizations. The global food problem of humanity is addressed by
the Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations - FAO (Food and
Agriculture Organization).

It is also worth noting that each international organization has a role to play
[5]. For example, the main functions of the IMF are to oversee the state of the
international monetary system and macroeconomic policies of member countries, as
well as the development of the international economy as a whole; providing
temporary financial assistance by lending to countries experiencing difficulties in
repaying their international debts as a result of balance of payments imbalances; and
providing technical assistance and advice to member governments in the areas of
public finance, statistics, banking regulation and balance of payments.

The main task of the World Bank is to provide loans to developing countries
and countries with economies in transition to implement structural policies in
finance, energy, labor market support, improving the environment, improving the
education system and others.

With respect to developing countries, the policy of the International
Monetary Fund and the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development
(IBRD) provides assistance to governments in shaping the fundamentals of market-
based economic policies with priorities for private sector development [2],
modernization of institutional structures, and financial stabilization. the first stage
of general macroeconomic stabilization, design and implementation of relevant
priority projects that ensure economic development and improve the social situation
in these countries, etc. The main functions of the World Trade Organization (WTO)
are overseeing the implementation of multilateral trade agreements and trade
policies of states, conducting multilateral trade negotiations, facilitating the
settlement of trade disputes, monitoring the development of international trade and
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advising on international trade management, assistance, staff training, cooperation
with other international organizations on trade policy.

International organizations play an important role in solving the energy
problem. Among them are the United Nations International Atomic Energy Agency
(IAEA) and other international organizations. They deal not only with current issues
of energy development, but also with the problems of its global development. The
forecasts prepared by them allow us to more fully present the future of energy and
the consequences of possible decisions on the development of the energy order.

Thus, it can be considered that international organizations are one of the
key actors in world politics, which not only have a significant impact on all countries
of the world, but also help to establish ties between them.

EXPORT POTENTIAL AS A CRUCIAL FACTOR FOR THE COUNTRY'S
ECONOMY

Export potential is one of the components of economic potential, which
provides, unlike other components (production, labor, natural, financial, information
potential, etc.) not the process of production, but the process of consumption, it is
the process of selling products on foreign markets.
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Export potential — the potential capacity and ability of a country to export
existing and increase exports of new products, resources and services. At the present
stage of development of the world economy, the export potential is the most
important characteristic of the economic power of any country, including Ukraine.
It is inherent in economic entities of all levels, which realize this potential through
the development of foreign trade, especially exports. Given that national
competitiveness has a three-tier structure - country, industry, individual enterprise,
it can be argued that there is a close relationship between increasing the
competitiveness of domestic products in the world market and increasing the export
potential of the national economy [1, p. 7].

For any country, the role of foreign trade and exports is an important
element. Foreign trade is considered to be the traditional and most developed form
of international economic relations. It accounts for about 80 percent of total trade.

The strategic role of export potential is manifested in the fact that it should
be a means of promoting economic growth, a tool to enhance existing and potential
competitive advantages in order to approach the level of advanced countries. In
modern conditions, the country's active participation in world trade is associated
with significant advantages: it allows more efficient use of available resources in the
country, join the world achievements of science and technology, in a shorter time to
restructure its economy, and more fully and diversely to meet the needs of its own
population.

Also, in addition to the main, we can highlight such export benefits as:

. Increasing sales and profits. This is the sale of goods and services
to a market in which the company has never been.

. Increasing the competitiveness of domestic products. Most
companies must first become competitive in the domestic market, and then they have
an incentive to enter the international arena, adhering to all international 1SO
standards.

. Diversification. Sales in different markets allow companies to
diversify their business and cover possible risks. Companies may not be associated
with changes in the economic cycle of the domestic market or a particular country.

. Unit price reduction. The capture of an additional foreign market
usually expands production to meet demand. Increasing production can often help
reduce unit prices and lead to greater use of existing opportunities.

. Seasonal demand compensation. Companies whose products or
services that can only be used at certain times of the year in the domestic market,
such as grain, have the opportunity to be exported to foreign markets at different
times of the year.

. Sale of excess production. Companies that for some reason have
overproduction are likely to be able to sell their products in foreign markets and will
not be forced to make large discounts or even eliminate their overproduction.
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. Gaining new knowledge and experience. Cooperation at the
international level with other companies can provide valuable ideas and information
about new technological advances, new market strategies and foreign competitors,
etc.

. Increasing product life cycle. Many products go through different
cycles, namely: introduction, growth, maturity and reduction phase, which is the end
of their usefulness in a particular market. As soon as the product reaches the final
stage of maturity in this market, it can be introduced to the market where it will have
an earlier life cycle [4, p. 277].

Export operations are also an important source of currency, investment and
revenue generation, improving its economic well-being, improving living standards
and more.

The volume and results of the country's export activities largely determine
the nature of its participation in the system of international trade and other forms of
cooperation in world markets. Therefore, the export potential not only demonstrates
the capabilities of the state in general and its individual entities, but also directly or
indirectly affects all other forms of national participation in international economic
activity.

A strong export base also determines the conditions of monetary and
financial cooperation, the stability of the country's monetary sector. For example,
the firmness of the German mark, the trust in it in the world in the last decades of
the twentieth century. largely due to the export potential of Germany. Germany has
long been at the forefront of the list of leading world exporters. Conversely, weak
export opportunities, the country's inability to "cover" its exports of foreign goods
cause financial troubles, the devaluation of the national currency, which Ukraine
fully felt in the first half of the 90s [2, p.173].

Therefore, exports, as a tool for economic growth, are an important
component of economic development.

There are basic conditions that determine the effectiveness of export
potential, namely:

. independence of resource owners, which form the basis of
potential in making business decisions;

. the presence of marketing analysis of the economic environment;

. availability of a planning system that includes strategic and tactical

forecasting, operational planning and regulation of capacity use processes.

Based on this, the export potential can be classified according to the
following criteria:

1. By product types: a) the export potential of a particular product, which is
determined by the possibility of producing an export product corresponding to
demand; b) the total export potential, characterized by resources and the peculiarity
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of their use in ensuring the production with properties that would provide it with the
necessary competitiveness in foreign markets.

2. By markets: a) developed; b) - transition economies; c) developing
countries.

3. By business entities: a) the export potential of the enterprise is its total
ability to create and produce competitive products for export, “promote” it to foreign
markets, profitably sell goods there and provide the necessary level of service;
b) the export potential of the industry is the ability of a set of enterprises in a
particular industry to produce export-oriented products of the required level of
competitiveness for its effective positioning in foreign markets; c) country's export
potential is characterized, on the one hand, by the ability of the national economy to
identify and constantly reproduce competitive advantages in accordance with the
constantly changing market environment, and on the other hand - the set of potentials
of all export-oriented sectors of the economy [3, p.121-122].

Only with such a comprehensive approach can we obtain an integrated
assessment of export potential, identify its strengths and weaknesses, identify its
backup opportunities, anticipate possible threats.

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TRANSNATIONAL CORPORATIONS IN THE GLOBAL BUSINESS
ENVIRONMENT

In general, today corporations that have production units in several
countries are called transnational, multinational, international, planetary, global. The
great variety of terminology used can be explained by the fact that in the analysis of
activities for the characteristics of different criteria are used both quantitatively and
qualitatively. However, in almost all definitions, TNCs are considered as
corporations that carry out activities of an international nature and it follows that
they are subjects of international economic relations.

In modern conditions of the formation of the world global market, the role
is significantly increasing, as well as the scale of functioning of TNCs, which serve
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as a kind of international regulator of industrial production and distribution of
products, increases. In addition, TNCs are the main structural element of any open
economy, the driving force behind economic development and increasing the
competitiveness of countries in general. The sectoral structure of TNCs is quite wide.
60% of international companies are engaged in manufacturing (primarily they
specialize in electronics, automotive, chemical and pharmaceutical industries), 37%
in the service sector and 3% in the mining and agricultural sectors.

The leading role in the world economy is played by the 100 largest TNCs.
Most of them are located in industrialized countries. The top 100 TNCs control 70%
of all foreign direct investment. Geographic structure of the placement of the 100
largest TNCs can be considered as follows: USA - about 30%; Japan - 20%;
Germany and France - 10% each; Great Britain - 7%; Switzerland - 5%.

Another trend in the global market is that China (together with Hong Kong)
has become the leader in the number of companies included in the latest edition of
the Fortune Global 500 ranking, surpassing the United States. Although American
Walmart still ranks first in the ranking based on last year's revenue, three Chinese
companies follow. A total of 500 companies from the ranking received revenue of $
33.3 trillion for the year, and their combined profit amounted to $ 2.1 trillion. A
feature of the rating was the obvious predominance of Chinese companies in it (of
the seven companies in the industry included in the Global 500, 4 are Chinese -
JD.com, Alibaba, Tencent and Xiaomi) (Fortune, 2020).

The number of state-owned TNCs in 2019, as in 2017, is about 1,500 units.
Today, just over 1/3 of all state-owned TNCs are European state-owned TNCs, and
another 45% are in developing countries in Asia, including 18% in China. The
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number of state-owned TNCs in the list of the world's 100 largest corporations has
increased from 15 to 16 relatively previous period. This list includes 5 state-owned
TNCs in China and 11 from other countries (Fortune, 2020). There are 133
companies from mainland China and Hong Kong in the current Fortune 500, thus
for the first time in history China bypassed the United States - only 121 American
companies were included in the rating. At the same time, American companies still
surpass Chinese in total revenue - US corporations account for 30% of the revenue
of all Fortune Global 500 companies, and Chinese, although there are more of them,
only 25%. In addition, only American companies were in the top three fast growing
- Amazon.com, Centene (health insurance and services) and Facebook (Fortune,
2020). In total, the ranking includes 53 companies from Japan, 31 from France, 27
from Germany, 22 from the UK, 14 each from Switzerland and South Korea. Russia
is represented in the Fortune Global 500 by four companies: Gazprom is in 55th
place with revenues of $ 118 billion, LUKOIL - in 57th ($ 114.6 billion), Rosneft -
in 76th ($ 96.3 billion), and Sberbank - by 240th ($ 48.3 billion) (Fortune, 2020).

Transnational corporations play an important role at the present stage of
development of the world economy. They directly affect the economy of the
recipient countries, accelerate the internationalization of economic life and the
scientific and technological process.

THE ROLE OF INTERNATIONAL COMMODITY EXCHANGES, THEIR
ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE AND FUNCTIONS

The role of exchange trading in the world economy and in the national
economies of individual countries should not be underestimated. Some Western
economists consider the emergence of the modern commodity exchange, not as a
market for the sale of goods, but as a financial institution that facilitates trade and
makes it cheaper, equal in importance to the industrial revolution of the late 18th
century, and see it as an organizing and planning force capable of imparting
dynamism the entire economy.

International commodity exchanges were investigated by some scientists
and economists: A.S. Muzichenko, A.O. Pavlenchik and A.S. Podsokha.

A commodity exchange is an independent specialized institution, a legal
entity that expresses the interests of a voluntary association of commercial
intermediaries and their employees (stock exchange company) to conduct trading
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operations in a special place, according to jointly developed and observed rules on
the (thus organized) large-scale wholesale commodity market. Its purpose is to
create a mechanism for managing free competition and, with its help, identify real
market prices, considering changes in supply and demand.

International exchanges serve specific global commodity and stock
markets. Representatives of business circles from different countries can participate
in the work of such exchanges. The international nature of commodity exchanges is
determined by several criteria. First of all, these should be centers serving the needs
of the entire world market for the corresponding product, prices, which reflect
fluctuations in supply and demand. In this case, the product itself must be the subject
of active trade [1].

Members of the exchange are: legal entities and individuals. Membership
on the exchange gives the right to trade in its hall. Members of the exchange can
vote at meetings and at various exchange elections and participate in the work of
committees. In addition, members of the exchange undergo training and retraining
programs, receive comprehensive exchange information and can use the library and
information centers.

An organization is considered accepted as a member of the exchange if a
qualified majority of the founders and a simple majority of enterprises and applicant
organizations voted for it. VVoting is carried out after assessing the financial condition
of the applicant. Members of the exchange are obliged to pay an entrance fee, which
is returned to them in case of withdrawal from the exchange. Admission of new
members of the exchange is carried out by the general meeting of the founders and
members of the exchange. Exchange members pay an annual membership fee, but
are exempt from all general fees charged to exchange traders. To facilitate their
work, members of the exchange have the right to hire employees who are allowed
access to the trading floor in the form of clerks or messengers.

The main functions of the international commodity exchanges are as

follows:
e organization of the raw material market using the exchange mechanism;
e development of commodity standards, establishment of varieties;
e performing their commodity distribution function;
o stabilization of money circulation and facilitation of credit;
o settlement of all kinds of disputes and disagreements between the
parties;

o formation and functioning of the world market;

e exchange insurance (hedging) of exchange trading participants from
price fluctuations unfavorable for them;

e organization of stock exchange meetings for holding open public trades;

o information activities of the exchange.
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It can be concluded that the role of international commodity exchanges in
the world economy, as well as in the national economies of individual countries of
the world, is enormous. The functions they perform are very important in the
economy: stabilization of monetary circulation and facilitation of credit, formation
of a world market, collection and registration of exchange prices with their
subsequent generalization and publication, organization of the raw material market
using the exchange mechanism, development of commodity standards, etc. [2].

The current state of exchange trade in Ukraine indicates the need for its
restructuring, significant technical modernization and the use of modern exchange
technologies [3].

IMPORT POLICY: GENERAL GOALS AND CURRENT PROBLEMS OF
UKRAINE

Imports are the importation into the country of foreign goods, services,
technologies or capital for sale and use in the domestic market without any obligation
to return them. Imports can be regulated by customs duties, as well as non-tariff
methods (quantitative restrictions, licensing system) [1].

Re-import — the import of goods previously exported, but not processed.
Country of import — the country of destination of the goods; country of export —
country of origin of goods.

Many imported products are optimized for sale in the domestic market of
the country of manufacture or for several export countries at once: label languages
and instructions, stereotypes of images and advertising slogans, units and sizes,
design features.

Imports are divided into several categories:

- ordinary — import of goods in order to sell them on the domestic
market;

- re-import — import of domestically produced goods that were
previously exported from the customs territory;
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- import of goods that are imported for processing, after which they
are again exported,;

- temporary import — import for a limited stay on the territory of the
country with subsequent export;

- supplies made within the framework of transnational corporations.

Quota is a quantitative restriction on the import of a specific category of
goods into the territory of the country. Import quotas are:

- global — limiting the total volume of imports over a period of time,
regardless of suppliers;

- seasonal — most common for agricultural products;

- individual — for a specific exporting country;

- tariff — set for the import of specific goods.

Let’s analyze the year 2020 situation in Ukraine. More than USD 38 billion
was imported to Ukraine, and USD 35.1 billion was exported from Ukraine.
Compared to 2019, imports decreased by USD 5.1 billion, or 11.8%, exports
decreased by USD 2.1 billion, or 5.6%. The balance of payments (difference
between exports and imports) is negative “minus” USD 2.9 billion. For 2020, the
trade turnover of Ukraine amounted more than USD 73 billion [2].

Among the largest countries-importers to Ukraine were: China — USD 5.8
billion, Germany — USD 3.7 billion and Russian Federation — USD 3.4 billion.

Most of all, Ukraine imported mineral fuels, oil and products of its
distillation — USD 5.7 billion; machinery, equipment and mechanical devices — USD
4.3 billion; ground transportation means — USD 3.8 billion.

In general, the COVID pandemic has significantly affected both the
structure and the volume of Ukraine's foreign trade. Trading activity has generally
declined due to the actual impact of widespread quarantine measures. Pessimistic
expectations about consumer and investment demand during the pandemic also led
to a decrease in activity.

An important and interesting result of the difficult 2020 was a significantly
smaller than expected, considering the pandemic, the drop in exports of goods and
services from Ukraine. Let’s analyze commodity and geographical structure of
imports and finding additional factors affecting foreign commodity trade, in addition
to the overall impact of the pandemic: these turned out to be trade restrictions.

In general, the impact of the coronavirus crisis on the economy can be
represented as a decrease in opportunities and desire to consume, which is due to
pessimistic expectations on income and direct (quarantine) restrictions on business
activities, in particular, retail trade and services. The worst business expectations of
enterprises led to a sharp drop in investment demand, that is, to fewer purchases of
machinery, equipment, etc. Machinery and equipment were imported most often
from the developed European Union countries. According to the National bank of
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Ukraine imports of machinery, equipment and vehicles (including personal
transport) from the EU to Ukraine decreased by almost 15%.

After a sharp drop, consumer demand began to recover, which boosted
merchandise imports, in particular food products. Imports of services remained low,
primarily due to travel restrictions [3].

THE CURRENT SITUATION WITH UKRAINE'S EXTERNAL DEBT

The total amount of external public and state-guaranteed debts at the end of
February 2020 amounted to 49.81 billion dollars. Since 2009, the public debt, which
then amounted to 26.5 billion dollars, has been growing every year. The exception
is 2013, when debts decreased from 38.7 to 37.5 billion dollars. next year, as well as
in 2019 - from 50.5 to 48.9 hillion dollars. Ukraine had to make the largest
borrowings in 2011, when the debt increased from 34.8 to 37.5 billion hryvnias, and
in 2015 the debt increased from 38.8 to 43.4 billion dollars.

The structure of government debt consists of external public debt and
external government-guaranteed debt. Ukraine's total foreign debt is $ 40.45 billion.
Debt on securities issued on the foreign market is equal to 23.62 billion dollars.

The largest debt of the state on loans received from international financial
organizations is 12.18 billion dollars. The debt to the IBRD is 4.86 billion dollars,
the European Community - 3.63 billion dollars, the IMF - 2.41 billion dollars.

Slightly smaller amounts of debt to Ukraine to the EBRD ($ 490 million),
the EIB ($ 760 million), the Clean Technology Fund ($ 20 million).

Ukraine also has debts to other countries, amounting to a total of 1.62
billion dollars: our country owes Canada 150 million dollars, Germany - 270 million
dollars, Poland - 10 million dollars, Russia - 610 million dollars, France - $ 20
million, Japan - $ 560 million.

Debts on loans received from foreign commercial banks and other foreign
financial institutions amount to $ 1.35 billion. The structure of the debt is as follows:
debt to Cargill (USA) is $ 270 million, Credit Agricole Corporate and Investment
Bank (France) - $ 180 million, Deutsche Bank AG London (Germany) - $ 90 million.
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Ukraine's external state-guaranteed debt is $ 9.36 billion. This amount
includes many components.

Debts on loans received from international financial organizations amount
to 7.88 billion dollars, Ukraine owes the European Atomic Energy Community 110
million dollars, the EBRD - 350 million dollars, the EIB - 60 million dollars, the
IBRD - 460 million dollars. , IMF - 6.91 billion dollars.

Debt on loans received from foreign commercial banks and other foreign
financial institutions totals $ 1.37 billion. These are debts to the Central Storage
Safety Project Trust (USA) - $ 150 million, Deutsche Bank AG London (Germany)
- $ 30 million, UniCredit Bank Austria AG (Austria) - $ 10 million, the State
Development Bank of China - $ 20 million. USD, Export-Import Bank of China - $
1.13 billion, Export-Import Bank of Korea - $ 30 million, as well as other debt to the
IMF - $ 110 million. [1]

As of the end of February 2021, the total public and state-guaranteed debt
of Ukraine in national currency equivalent amounted to UAH 2,552.96 billion (USD
91.41 billion in foreign currency equivalent). Compared to the previous month, the
state and state-guaranteed debt of Ukraine decreased in hryvnia equivalent by UAH
5.28 billion, mainly due to the reduction of the state-guaranteed debt by UAH 5.23
billion. During February, the hryvnia's exchange rate against the US dollar
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strengthened slightly, leading to a decrease in the national external debt in hryvnia
equivalent by UAH 11.20 billion, while the domestic internal debt increased by
almost the equivalent amount of UAH 11.15 billion. In dollar terms, public debt
increased by $ 0.75 billion. USA.

The share of public debt in hryvnia as of the end of February 2021 increased
t0 39.5% (+ 0.6% compared to the previous month).

During February 2021, the Ministry of Finance held 4 auctions for the
placement of IGLBs, attracting 38.4 billion hryvnias to the state budget.

Non-residents increased their Ukrainian public debt portfolio by 7.7% or
UAH 7.3 billion in February 2021. The total share of non-residents among IGLBs
holders at the end of February was 10.3% or UAH 102.7 billion.

In February 2021, payments to repay public debt amounted to UAH 27.8
billion, service payments - UAH 8.1 billion.

As of the end of 2020, the ratio of public debt to GDP was 53.9%, and the
ratio of state-guaranteed debt to GDP was 7.0%. The indicator of public
andguaranteed public debt to GDP at the end of 2020 was 60.9%. [3]

FORMATION OF MARKETING PRODUCT POLICY OF THE ENTERPRISE
WHEN ENTERING THE INTERNATIONAL MARKET

International market entry of enterprise means deepening economic
integration, changing development vectors, revising marketing policy and strategy.
In the context of globalization, when transport and communications contribute to
overcoming the barrier of physical distance, the question of formation of
international marketing product policy of the enterprise is relevant.

Requirements for the same products vary in the markets around the word.
These differences are due to the level of socio-economic development, cultural
characteristics, mentality, etc. In this regard, the task of the international marketing
product policy is to ensure the compliance of the offered products with the
requirements of foreign buyers.

The enterprise defines the optimal model for entering the international
market, based on its capabilities, tasks, and market requirements. Export of products,
sold on the domestic market, is possible without adaptation to the conditions of the
external market but, if necessary, the enterprise develops otherwise version of
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product to meet the needs of different segments of the global market (e.g., “reverse
invention” targeting developing countries, or creature of fundamentally new
products for developed countries).

To optimize enterprise's performance, increase competitiveness and for
further planning, there is necessity for evaluating marketing performance. Since
there is no unified methodology, the issue of evaluating marketing performance in
each enterprise is decided independently. As a rule, several methods are used at once
(audit, quantitative, qualitative, sociological, informational, scoring) to obtain a full
amount of information regarding management, potential threats and opportunities,
as well as further development.

The enterprise faces many challenges when entering the international
market. To a greater extent, these challenges are caused by the difference in the
economic, cultural, political and legal environment. It is necessary to consider not
only the desire and ability of the enterprise to increase its sales market, but also the
readiness of foreign markets to accept new players on their territory. Despite the fact
that in modern conditions the dominant trend is the liberalization of foreign trade,
certain elements of protectionism, especially in the field of protecting agriculture,
remain to this day.

The high level and active development of international market relations
requires a certain approach from its participants, which involves ensuring full
compliance of products with current standards or requirements. The quality of goods
and services is determined by the technical level and variety, subject to standards,
the level of safety, the economic effect of use, including the environmental aspect.

Special attention is required to comply with the laws on international trade,
including the laws on import and export control, compliance with labor law,
sanctions and antiboycott regulations, and combating money laundering. Since non-
compliance with the legislation of the exporting country will lead not only to
financial, but also to legal difficulties, which in turn may affect the reputation of the
enterprise both in the external and internal markets.

Such strongly influencing factors as traditions, linguistic peculiarities,
culture, and religion of the local population are not always considered. There are
often cases when a company does not take into account customer buying habits,
color psychology, meaning of symbols and gestures, religious restrictions. Cross-
cultural management allows to avoid discomfort and misunderstandings caused by
cultural differences.

It follows from the above that the name, logo, slogan, mascot, etc., intended
to identify the product and differentiate it from competitors' products, should evoke
positive emotions and associations.

Accordingly, branding is an integral part of the product policy of firms in
the foreign market. Packaging is an effective marketing tool, it is the carrier of the
corporate identity. Packaging not only protects products from damage and facilitates
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the process of transportation, storage and sale of products, but also performs
advertising and information function.

In order to protect national environmental interests or create new non-tariff
barriers, some countries are introducing bans on environmentally hazardous
products, their production, sale, consumption and import. The presence of an
environmental compliance certificate - a document confirming the environmental
safety of a product and technological processes - significantly increases the
competitiveness among identical non-certified products.

In order for the product or service provided to be competitive and in
demand, it is necessary to implement a variety of marketing decisions. In marketing
activities, such decisions relate to four areas: product, price, promotion, place.
Product policy is the core of marketing decisions, around which other decisions are
formed. Product policy implies planning and implementation of a set of activities
and strategies for the formation of competitive advantages and the creation of such
characteristics of the product that make it valuable to the consumers and thereby
satisfy their needs.

R&D: INTERNATIONAL TRADE IN FINANCIAL ASSETS IN MODERN
CONDITIONS. TRENDS OF THE LAST TWO YEARS

The conditions in which the international financial market functioned
during 2020-2021 is notable for the fact that market participants had to get used to
new rules and a new psychology of price behavior and quotations for certain assets.
Many of the rules by which the quotes for financial assets changed have changed
due to the large influx of speculative capital and private investors during the
Coronavirus pandemic.

When referring to financial markets, we are talking about the
cryptocurrency market, the Forex market, stock markets and the commaodity futures
market. Each of these markets has experienced real turmoil over the past two years.

The main difficulties and changes in the structure of asset trading were that
the influence of fundamental factors and the news background increased
significantly, to which all speculative capital reacted very violently. In general, there
was plenty of news that shocked the market. From the fires in Australia to the victory
of Joe Biden in the US elections. In such conditions, a huge number of long-term
investors suffered serious losses until they adapted to the fact that the modern
financial asset market can show movements of 30% and this is normal when the
world is in a state of fear and uncertainty.

Of course, the last two years have given the world the economy and many
historical moments, for example: a decline in oil to negative quotes, a historically
high price per ounce of gold, and so on. Perhaps these prices were not fair, but this
happened due to the formed market conditions, when a huge number of unemployed
people and those who wanted to ride the wave of hype entered the financial market
without experience and made their impact. An example of such absurdity is the
legendary stock exchange war between investors from the social network Reddit and
Wall Street, when a group of investors by agreement bought up shares and other
assets that had no real value. Such incidental events and news have defined the whole
tone of trading over the past two years.

This shift from traditional methods to financial news speculation has
resulted in huge losses on the part of longer-term investors. In general, trading
became more volatile and uncontrolled, which forced participants to resort to
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shorter-term positions. This is not surprising, because in a state of such uncertainty,
the prices of financial assets behave too chaotically and unpredictably.

The Coronavirus pandemic has had the greatest impact on trading in
financial assets. She allowed me to see the market in all its glory. Initially, there was
a general panic and the sale of absolutely everything, from stocks to gold futures.
However, it was the US dollar that suffered the most from the pandemic.
Historically, this currency has attracted special general attention to US economic
statistics. The poor policy of the US government to combat the spread of the virus
caused the US economy to suffer the most, and in the summer of 2020 posted its
worst GDP since 1947. Of course, all countries were affected by the pandemic, so at
the initial stage, trading in the foreign exchange markets was to determine the
country that would defeat the coronavirus the fastest, get out of the lockdown and
move on to economic recovery. Due to the fact that the United States went to
lockdown later than everyone else, the dollar underwent maximum sales, and in
addition to problems with the pandemic, riots were also added as part of the BLM
movement.

The turning point for the markets was the news of the beginning of the
invention, and then of the successful trials of the vaccine. This acted as a positive
factor and refreshed absolutely all markets, adding optimism that was not there
before. For example, oil prices recovered, and the stock market even stormed
historically highs. This happened due to the fact that everyone expected an
accelerated exit from the pandemic and economic recovery, although there were still
2 waves of coronavirus and new strains ahead.

Today, the coronavirus pandemic, although raging in countries such as the
United States and India, is not the main driver of movements in international
financial markets. Now most investors are paying more attention to the rate of
inflation in the US and the success of vaccinations in developed countries, such as
the UK, for example. In addition, everyone is still very closely following the actions
of the new US President Joe Biden and his economic decisions on the
implementation of financial packages.

Oil futures quotes, despite a significant recovery, are still under pressure
due to the protracted pandemic and the tense situation in the Middle East. At the
same time, futures for other raw materials such as gold, silver and copper are
growing due to the abundance of cheap money that is printed by the United States.

If we talk about the stock market, everything is not unambiguous here.
Despite the fact that it was created according to such a system that would grow
forever, buying shares at this moment is categorically not worth it. The fact is that
the most popular stock market is in the United States and it is heavily overbought at
the moment. The abundance of financial interventions by Democrats, who were
aimed at economic recovery, pushed stock market quotes up, but now companies are
faced with certain difficulties due to growing unemployment in the United States.
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The fact is that due to additional payments to the unemployed, Americans preferred
to sit on unemployment benefits, which is why the US economic statistics at the
moment are not strong enough and pushes not only stock quotes down, especially
such popular companies aka Apple and Microsoft, but also the dollar itself The US
is falling in price against other world currencies. In other words, modern trends in
trading in financial markets are not on the side of the dollar and the stock market
today.

Cryptocurrency has become the most popular financial asset in 2020-2021.
It was she, as one of the defensive assets, that absorbed all the free funds that were
withdrawn from the weakening dollar and against the background of printing a large
amount of cheap money in the United States, the cryptocurrency showed the greatest
growth. For example, Bitcoin grew from 9,000 to 60,000 in just a year and a half on
speculative capital and the wave of hype. Of course, the cryptocurrency is now
showing all the signs of a financial bubble and is a very overbought market, which
must sooner or later be corrected, but it is a very fast, liquid asset that speculators
are very actively using in their trading.

However, over-popularity plays against cryptocurrencies as well. Due to
the large amount of speculative capital in these assets, they can decrease on some
news by 10% + in just a few minutes, which makes cryptocurrency not the most
reliable and best asset for long-term investment. In the current realities, everyone is
selling cryptocurrency due to the deterioration of the cryptocurrency climate.
Improvements in US economic statistics can provoke a strengthening of the dollar's
position and an acceleration in the decline of the cryptocurrency market in the near
future, if huge capital is not injected right now to buy back the same bitcoin.

If we talk about the near future and options for the development of trade in
the financial markets, the trends will continue until 2021. Fundamental factors will
play a huge role in changes in prices and quotations, and even such personalities as
Elon Musk are already able to manipulate the market. Mr. Musk himself has nothing
to do with the world of finance, however, a large number of new, inexperienced
speculators who have come to the market in recent years are able to succumb to any
provocations and rumors, greatly changing the cryptocurrency market and the Forex
market.

It is believed that the biggest driver for changes in the markets will be the
changes in the views of the US Federal Reserve on its monetary policy. If inflation
accelerates, the Fed will have to respond with an increase in interest rates and a
transition to tougher policies, which could collapse the cryptocurrency market and
other markets at once. Until then, major changes in the market will be driven by
economic statistics and news on the rise in coronavirus cases. If new strains continue
to appear, the world risks entering a second recession in the wake of the European
Union, which has already felt the brunt of the fight against the third wave of the
pandemic. One thing is for sure: the international financial market, with its
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accessibility and growing popularity in 2020, has changed dramatically under the
influence of speculative capital. Today, short-term speculative margin trading with
brokerage leverage is increasing in popularity and preference among investors.

Such chaotic conditions create a huge trap for people who are not experts
in the field of finance and trading in financial markets, because accessibility and a
soft threshold for entering the market attract private capital, which, under the
influence of the created financial bubbles in the cryptocurrency and stock markets,
can burst protected days and leave new investors with nothing.

In order to successfully trade in the financial markets in modern realities,
you need to follow all the rules of money and risk management, which will not allow
you to lose a large amount of money in a constantly changing and erroneous market
under the influence of news.

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The urgency of the issue related to trademarks increases owing to a
tendency to equalize the consumer properties of goods. Morden companies’
technical and technological base allows them to produce high-quality goods and
services equally. Therefore, first of all, the competition for the consumer is made
toward competition between trademarks. Hence, it is trademarks that do not have a
clear and relevant image for consumers and do not meet consumer expectations do

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not succeed (Prokopenko et al, 2010; Shkola, & Dolgodush, 2010).

For the gradual integration of Ukraine into the EU common market, the
legal framework for the free movement of goods, services, between Ukraine and the
EU is to be harmonized, particularly legislation on trademark regulation (Chernysh
et al., 2019; Plahtynska et al., 2019; Shkola, & Shpylka, 2011). The regulations,
governing the EU trade mark system, and the EU directive, relating to trade marks,
make up European Union trade mark regulation (EU) 2017/1001 (2017), European
Union trade mark delegated regulation (EU) 2018/625 (2018), European Union trade
mark implementing regulation (EU) 2018/626 (2018), Directive approximating the
laws of the Member States relating to trade marks (EU) 2015/2436 (2015).

According to the EU Regulation 2017/1001 of the European Parliament and
of the Council (2017) ‘Trade marks enabling the products and services of
undertakings to be distinguished by identical means throughout the European Union,
regardless of frontiers, should feature amongst the legal instruments which
undertakings have at their disposal.” According to art. 1 of the EU Regulation
2017/1001 of the European Parliament and of the Council (2017), ‘an EU trade mark
is to consist of any signs, in particular words, including personal names, or designs,
letters, numerals, colours, the shape of goods or of the packaging of goods, or
sounds, provided that such signs are capable of distinguishing the goods or services
of one undertaking from those of other undertakings; and being represented on the
Register of European Union trade marks, in a manner which enables the competent
authorities and the public to determine the clear and precise subject matter of the
protection afforded to its proprietor.

The legislation of Ukraine combines objects of intellectual property and
provides for the legal protection of a trademark (mark for goods and services). In the
Civil Code of Ukraine (2003), the term ‘trademark’ is used in relation to a mark for
goods and services. According to Art. 492 of the Civil Code (2003) establishes the
intellectual property right to a trademark. A trademark can be any designation or any
combination of designations that are suitable for distinguishing goods (services)
produced (provided) by one person from goods (services) produced (provided) by
other persons. Words, letters, numbers, pictorial elements, colour combinations may
be such signs.

According to the art. 1 of the Law of Ukraine ‘On Protection of Rights to
Marks for Goods and Services’ of 15.12.1993 Ne 3689-12, the term ‘trade mark’ is
considered as a designation enabling the goods and services of some manufacturers
to be distinguished from the goods and services of others (Law, 1993).

Requirements for the application for a certificate are established by Article
7 of the Law of Ukraine ‘On Protection of Rights to Marks for Goods and Services’
(1993) and issued on its basis ‘Rules for drawing up, filing and consideration of an
application for a certificate for a mark for goods and services’ (1995). The scope of
legal protection provided is determined by the image of the mark and the list of goods
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and services entered in the State Register of Certificates of Ukraine for marks for
goods and services and certified by a certificate with a copy of the sign entered in
the Register list of goods and services. Certificate is valid for 10 years from the date
following the date of application and is extended at the request of the certificate
holder for 10 years, in accordance with paragraph 3 of Article 5 of the Law of
Ukraine ‘On protection of rights to marks for goods and services’ (1993).

In legal documents, such terms as "trademark", "service mark",
"trademark”, "mark for goods and services”, as well as "brand" reveal an
understanding of the same object and, therefore, can be used as identical. It is
necessary to pay attention and reconsider the use of the terms "trademark"” and
"marks for goods and services" in such documents as the Civil Code of Ukraine
(2003), Tax Code of Ukraine (2010), Law of Ukraine "On protection of rights to
marks for goods and services" (1993), National Accounting Regulation (Standard) 8
"Intangible Assets" (1999), Chart of accounts for accounting of assets, capital,
liabilities and business operations of enterprises and organizations.

It should be noted that the reflection of trademarks in the accounting system
today has a number of unresolved issues (Khvorost et al., 2009; Prokopenko et al.,
2004, 2012). One of the problematic issues is the formation of the initial value of the
trademark while creating, as well as the procedure of the trademark accounting as
intangible assets on the balance sheet of the enterprise. Nowadays, there are a
number of differences in approaches to these issues, so there is a need to establish
the order of registration of the trademark in accordance with the legal framework of
the EU and Ukraine.
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PROBLEMS OF FUNCTIONING AND DEVELOPMENT OF THE
CURRENCY MARKET IN UKRAINE

The foreign exchange market is one of the main one's parts of the
international monetary system. Ukraine's integration into the world the community
has led to an improvement in the mechanism of the foreign exchange market of
Ukraine. The development of the foreign exchange market and its effective
regulation is one of the preconditions of the formation of an open economy because
the foreign exchange market is a link, which provides the relationship between the
national and global financial systems.

Monetary policy is gaining more and more influence every day practical
implementation of state influence on the economy in order to achieve economic
growth. Every day in the economic policy of the state foreign exchange market and
the mechanism of its regulation occupies an increasingly high place, after all, for
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through it the state can restrain or stimulate the economic development, to influence
the state of certain sectors, industries, and enterprises, as well as the place of the state
in the world market.

At the present stage for Ukraine the effective functioning of the currency the
market becomes important and relevant because it does not depend on it only the
development of market relations, the expansion of foreign economic relations, but
also the general development of the economy, inflation, the state of a payment
balance sheet, debt, competitiveness and more.

Thus, as a result of globalization, the global financial crisis, the state of the
Ukrainian economy, and the conflict in the east of the country, the problems of the
mechanism activities of the national currency market and prospects for its
development become especially relevant.

The study of the essence foreign exchange market, the peculiarities of its
formation and development are devoted many works of domestic and foreign
scientists. Foreign countries have made a significant contribution to the development
of monetary policy issues. Despite such a large number of works, there is still not
enough attention given to the assessment of the actions of the monetary authority in
Ukraine. So, the question is the further development of the foreign exchange market
in Ukraine and its impact on its central bank need further research and development.

The purpose of the work is to study the condition national currency market,
features of its functioning, and development problems. Summarizing, we can say
that the foreign exchange market exists a special market in which the purchase, sale,
and exchange of such specific commaodity, as a currency, where the price is the
exchange rate. The main components of the foreign exchange market are objects and
subjects, demand and supply, market price, infrastructure, communications. The
foreign exchange market is one of the most important segments of the financial
market, and hence the degree of its development directly affects the state and
development of the economy and vice versa. On him trade and non-trade operations,
placement operations are carried out and attracting foreign funds, international
settlements, etc. In foreign currency, the market sets the price of a particular currency
relative to the national currency a unit that allows economic entities to enter into
business relationships, speculators who "play"” in the market, to receive appropriate
financial results. Currency market participants can buy and sell goods and ambassadors
in the national or foreign currency of another entity with which they concluded the
agreement. The modern national currency market is in the process of formation and
has not yet been finalized formed, but its contours and main trends are quite clear.

The foreign exchange market of Ukraine is organized and regulated by the
NBU. He carries out foreign exchange interventions to stabilize the national currency
units, regulates the mechanism of exchange rate formation, balance of payments,
carries out gold and foreign exchange reserves management, devaluation and
revaluation of national currency, etc. Currency interventions are one of the reasons for
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rising inflation in the country, which undermines the stability of the hryvnia.
Currently time, they are inefficient given the current state of the economy and
mistrust market participants to the policy of the NBU, and therefore in the
implementation of monetary policy you need to take advantage of the positive
balance of payments balance.

The dynamics of international reserves were negative and only funding from
international financial institutions made it possible to optimize their volume. The
state of the macroeconomic and political situation also affects the stability of the
foreign exchange market. The hryvnia exchange rate against foreign currency is
formed under the influence of many factors: the state of the balance of payments and
trade, equal to real gross domestic product, reducing the budget deficit, the volume
of foreign exchange interventions and foreign exchange reserves, as well as the
economic and political situation, both in the country and in the world.

Improving the functioning of the foreign exchange market can be achieved
by reducing the level of dollarization of Ukraine's economy by increasing the
attractiveness of the hryvnia; improvement of market regulation mechanisms;
improvement of market infrastructure taking into account the international one
practices and introduction of new types of international settlements; stimulating
exports and ensuring a positive balance of payments balance sheet; end of the
conflict in eastern Ukraine; development of new financial technologies; ensuring the
stability of the regulatory framework of the NBU; establishing the optimal exchange
rate regime, etc.

PERSPECTIVES ON FOREIGN INVESTMENT IN UKRAINE?

The problem of attracting foreign investment is urgent in most countries of
the world and required mechanism for encouraging foreign investment in Ukraine
(Shkola et al, 2014a, 2014b, 2015). An important area of improving investment
activity in Ukraine is the implementation of investment development programs,
which will attract investment to implement investment projects that have passed
competitive selection and will ensure the development of basic industries, increase

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exports and replace critical imports, introduction of high technology, development
of market infrastructure (Prokopenko, 2009, 2017).

The growth of foreign investment is a priority for Ukraine's economy.
However, inflows of foreign direct investment in Ukraine decreased over 2019-2020
owing wide range of factors constraining investment processes (National, 2020;
State, 2020). This is due to instability in the country, unfavourable investment
climate, unstable political environmental, gaps in investment legislation, weaknesses
of legislative framework, high levels of corporate taxation and corruption.

By and large, the main problems in attracting foreign investment today are
political and legislative instability, lack of reliable guarantees of protection against
changes in Ukrainian legislation, significant tax and administrative pressures, high
levels of corruption and bureaucracy, high inflation in the country and complexity
of registration, licensing and customs procedures (Shkola et al, 2018).

Priority ways to solve the problems of foreign investment should be
improvement of the investment climate, the general (tax, land, corporate, customs)
and special legislation in accordance with European standards, of investment
projects implementation, based on the principle of "single window", development of
an effective mechanism for regulating foreign direct investment in Ukraine
(Kucherevich V. et al, 2019). There are also many organizational factors that become
an obstacle to creating an effective mechanism for regulating foreign direct
investment in Ukraine. They exist at different stages of the investment process, such
as search, coordination, practical implementation (Shkola, 2006). Moreover, it is
believed that the protection of property interests of foreign investors in our country
can also be provided by independent insurers (Law, 2011).
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TRADEMARKS IN THE STRUCTURE OF THE WORLD MARKET
OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

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Trademarks play an important role in creating popularity and recognition in
the structure of the world market of intellectual property. A term "trademark" is also
used in Ukrainian law. In particular, the terms "service mark" and "trademark" are
terms defined by the Civil Code of Ukraine.

The owner of the trademark is a person (individual or legal entity) who can
register a trademark in Ukraine. A trademark can be registered by both a citizen of
Ukraine and a person who is not a citizen of Ukraine. Moreover, the number of
trademarks for one person is not legally limited [5, p. 227-234].

A logo is a graphic representation of a trademark. The logo can have verbal
and pictorial parts. The logo becomes a trademark only after registration, passing the
relevant examination and, above all, its registration as a trademark and service
mark [3, p.944].

It is highly important to consider this as one of the principal marketing
factors that can make business successful. This success is largely due to the choice
of the appropriate branding strategy. This choice, as well as the strategy of
positioning and brand development directly depend on the chosen market.

Assessment of intellectual property rights using the method of exemption
from license fees is carried out at the following stage:

1) specification of the volume of the IP object. Accordingly, the most
probable level of royalties is determined by the royalty tables in the industry;

2) estimation of the forecasted volume of production taking into account a
life cycle of the goods;
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3) determination of the real economic useful life of an intangible asset;

4) calculation of the expected license fee, from which the costs associated
with the granting of intellectual property rights are deducted.

Thus, the income approach is based on the assessment of the ability of
intellectual property to generate income. Its disadvantage is that it requires a fairly
accurate forecast of market development, which is the subject of evaluation, being
professional, and therefore quite subjective, unreliable information, as well as quite
expensive one. Another negative aspect of this method is its limited effectiveness,
in particular in assessing the knowledge of employees, retail chains, corporate
practices and methods. So, this approach can only be used as a secondary approach.
And the evaluation of software, such as IPR, using this method is usually inaccurate
and ineffective.

Knowing the value of intellectual property rights is crucial in making
management decisions about the stages of creation, legal protection,
commercialization. The need to assess the value of intellectual property rights also
arises when processing them in accounting, determining the price of a license,
insuring and transferring intellectual property as collateral for obtaining a loan, also
in case of bankruptcy of the enterprise during its liquidation in order to satisfy
creditors' claims, as well as in other cases. A brand is a product that has gained a
worldwide recognition and confirmed its reputation (well known to consumers,
society and popular with the public).

The main requirement for a trademark is its compliance with the legislation
of the country in which it is registered. In Ukraine, it must be registered in
accordance with the law "On protection of rights to trademarks and service marks"
and "Rules for the creation and submission of applications for registration of
trademarks and services." Trademark registration has clear limitations, the main of
which is that it must be different from trademarks that are already registered or
applied for [2, p. 281-286].

After submitting documents for trademark registration in Ukraine, you can
submit documents for its international registration in accordance with the Madrid
Agreement "On International Registration of Trademarks" or in accordance with the
Madrid Protocol "On International Registration of Trademarks". In addition, you can
register a trademark in accordance with European law, for example, to register a
trademark in Europe. Trademark registration for certain goods and services is carried out
in strictly defined classes. Therefore, trademark rights relate, in particular, to goods and
services clearly indicated in the certificate. Information on classes and goods is indicated
in the trademark application and then in the trademark certificate [6, p. 21-23].

When a company chooses a particular type of brand, depending on how the
brand name is used, it chooses a specific brand strategy. These can be a multi-brand
strategy, a corporate brand strategy, a group brand strategy, a non-brand product
strategy or a combined brand strategy. The main essence of a multi-brand strategy is
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the use of several brands, i.e. the creation of several brands for one product group.
But it is also possible to choose to use both the manufacturer's brand and a private
label. In this case, there are advantages for both manufacturers and retailers: control
over the brand; several market segments coverage; brand and store commitment
stimulation; improvement of sales channels cooperation; fair profits distribution;
maximized sales, etc [1, p. 208].

So, the existence of numerous varieties of brands requires their
systematization and separation of the main features of classification. This will allow
you to quickly and easily make decisions about choosing a brand during its
development and choosing a brand strategy in the process of creating and managing
a brand. The main classification features include: brand owner, distribution region,
brand use, competitive position. The proposed classification of brands has
theoretical significance to emphasize aspects of branding, as well as practical value,
as it will expand the understanding of brand marketing departments, facilitate the
process of their creation and positioning, identifying development strategies and
maneuverability.
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CONSEQUENCES OF THE WORLD FINANCIAL CRISIS FOR THE
POLAND'S ECONOMY

Financial crisis - the economic situation that is related to the banking panic,
which includes significant production and financial sector losses, causes chaos on
international markets, creates the stock market‘s downfall, financial bubbles,
currency crises, and foreign loans, leads a sharp decline in economic activity and has
a potential to cause an economic recession. The most common financial (economic)
crisis occurs when certain financial institutions or funds invested in financial assets
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lose most of their value. Then international investors conducted their own funds to
withdrawal from a country that may cause loss of confidence both in the country‘s
economy and country's national currency (Dombrowski M., 2010).Most of the
financial crises and recessions arised in nineteenth and twentieth century resulted
and have been identified with the banking sector scare, the bursting of the financial
asset - stock, commodity or real estate — bubbles (Faris S., 2013).

Although the types of economic crisis, the reasons and circumstances in
different countries in different periods are different, there can be found crises
common denominators and learnt from past mistakes.

Monitoring of relevant macroeconomic variables, comparing them with the
theory of the trends can provide early warning of impending crisis. Often there is a
problem to select markers or macroeconomic indicators that could indicate economic
crisis in advance. However, quantity of variables and their qualitative characteristics
help to form a reliable picture of the country's economic situation (Reichardt A.,
2010).

The global financial crisis has significantly affected the European Union,
especially the new members such as Czech Republic, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania,
Hungary, Poland, Slovenia, Slovakia, Romania and Bulgaria. Reasons and
circumstances of economic crisis in different countries in different periods are
different. The global crisis supports the idea that the regional economies, even
European Union or USA, are not able to face to the new challenges. As a result,
every EU Member State tries to face to this crisis as well as possible. The diversity
of the economic and financial environment, economic characteristics and economic
policy objectives determines the different measures need to overcome the crisis.

Poland is the genuine exception in Central Europe. For quite some time
now, it meets the conditions of the stabilization pact and, therefore, has low budget
deficits and moderate inflation. However due to the fact that it did not join the euro,
it could benefit from a cheap zloty (Gradzewicz M., 2014).

To counter the global financial crisis in Poland, the "Stability and
Development Plan — Strengthning the Polish Economy in the Global Financial
Crisis" was adoptedonNovember 30, 2008. The plan provided for theprovisionof
91.3 hillion zlotys to stimulate investment in the Polish economy, as well as to
support consumers (Krynska, E., 2009).

The plan provided for:

* maintaining the stability of public finances;

* maintaining the stability of the financial system (in the guarantee for
deposits, interbank loans, and the establishment of a financial stability committee);

« implementation of the “TRUST package” by the National Bank of Poland
to increase the liquidity of the banking system (Krynska, E., 2009).

Obviously, the implementation of the plan was successful. Evidence of the
positive dynamics of the Polish economy was stable economic growth. Thus, GDP
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growth in Poland was higher than the EU average in the pre-crisisperiod (Matkowski
Z.,2016).

MODERN TRENDS IN THE WORLD TRADE ECOLOGIZATION

One of the most acute problems in the development of the world economy
is the existence of contradictions between trade policy and the organization of
sustainable and environmentally safe economic development. Achieving the
necessary level of society “greening” is impossible without the development of
common directions of environmental policy in the implementation of trade relations.
The latest multilateral environmental regulation includes a system of international
organizations, environmental agreements, and certain financial mechanisms that
have an impact on the implementation of contractual obligations in the system of
international trade relations. An important place in the settlement of the above
processes is occupied by international organizations, especially specialized agencies
with the UN.

The key dilemma of using "green" measures to support producers and trade
restrictions on the basis of environmental protection, sustainable socio-economic
development, state security - the dichotomy between health and security of the nation
on the one hand and free trade on the other.

State support programs and trade defense measures vary from country to
country. At the international level, the introduction of restrictions must be justified
by consensus - for example, governed by universal international agreements such as
the UN Framework Convention (1992), the Montreal Protocol (1987), the Cartagena
Protocol ( 2000). Given the limited scope of regulation of such treaties, issues,
beyond them framework, will always require detailed consideration by the WTO

Dispute Settlement Body (Bokhan, 2011).
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According to the WTO rules, restrictions can be imposed only on the basis
of the properties of the product, but not the method of its production. However,
modern environmental regulation is based on tracking the method of production of
goods to assess its environmental friendliness. However, not every restriction based
on the method of production is automatically prohibited, and in each case it is
necessary to understand whether the measures were carried out due to environmental
considerations, or whether the purpose was protectionism.

In the context of the WTO crisis, the activity of some regional and national
"actors" in spreading their development imperatives to other countries and regions
is becoming more and more noticeable. One of the key players in this field today is
the European Union. In 2018, the European Parliament stopped considering palm
oil a renewable biofuel due to the detrimental effects of its extraction methods on
equatorial forests. Guided by the argument of sustainable development, the EU has
dealt a severe blow to producers in Indonesia (53% of the market) and Malaysia
(29% of the market). At the same time, such a decision is likely to increase the use
of other crops, including those grown within the European Union. In addition, the
environmental argument is increasingly being used by the EU as a tool in
negotiations (Scharpf, 2018).

The main dividing line is the fairness of the restrictions that states are
prepared to make for an ecological future. Under these conditions, the interests of
the old industrialized countries, the modern centers of concentration of financial
capital, come into conflict with the interests of the newly industrialized countries,
the centers of industrial capital.

However, common problems, one of which is climate, force all countries to
cooperate, but with national development priorities in mind. And here it should be
noted that international climate regulation has two foundations: an understanding of
the critical importance of environmental problems and economic methods as the
most effective way to solve them. From these perspectives, the system of “cap-and-
trade” emissions trading has become a kind of "flexibility mechanism" designed to
help reduce them. Despite the voluntary cooperation under the Paris Agreement,
quota trade continues to grow rapidly at the regional level (Van Asselt, 2014).

The changing environment of international trade is an objective catalyst for
the implementation of the principles of sustainable development, the adoption of
strategic documents and norms in the field of sustainable development and low-
carbon development. The penetration of the ecological order, combined with the
peculiarities of the Ukrainian economy and exports, poses a challenge to the
country's exporters, which threatens the loss of traditional carbon-intensive products
for both Ukrainian and European markets.

In parallel with international regulation, the trend towards eco-labeling is
developing. Such certification provides benefits for producers, but can also be a
barrier for developing and least developed countries.
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Voluntary certification, including environmental, is important to increase
the competitiveness of national products in the international market, as well as to
protect the domestic market from hazardous goods. It is even more important for
consumers who can make informed choices through eco-labeling. Unlike technical
regulations, voluntary certification is not regulated by the WTO, covers not only the
product itself, but also the method of its production.

Voluntary environmental standards are especially important for large
export-oriented businesses. Given the spread of voluntary certification in the world
and the importance of environmental order in international trade, the development
of Ukrainian environmental labels and their recognition by the International
Organization for Standardization (1ISO) and the International Program for Mutual
Recognition of Ecolabels (GENICES) is of particular importance.

Given all the benefits of environmental certification, it can be a barrier for
developing and least developed countries, as the implementation of certification
involves additional costs for companies, and to ensure the functioning requires
qualified personnel and proper technical support, as well as an audit system. In the
context of eco-labels, it is worth talking about the phenomenon of greenwashing,
when companies, using marketing bonuses from the use of eco-labels, do not
actually meet the certification requirements or distort them.

Another aspect is related to the scope of control of eco-labels: if such
labeling regulates the process and method of production of the final product, the
reliability of the information can be easily verified. If the coverage of labeling
extends further to the entire production chain, it becomes more difficult to track and
verify. Currently, Ukraine is actively working to create modern sectors of the
“green” economy in the country. Such a branch of law as environmental legislation
is actively developing. Increasingly, large companies are financing environmental
programs, implementing “green” technologies and thus becoming one of the driving
forces of "greening" production in our country. The trend towards organic
production is penetrating all new industries. Company leaders perceive increasing
the production sustainability as an integral component for the development of their
own enterprises, and environmental standards are applied along with technical ones.

Large Ukrainian companies finance environmental programs, implement
green technologies, apply international standards, use environmental reporting and
other environmental policy tools. They should become one of the driving forces of
"greening" production in our country. At the same time, such activity is largely a
reaction to the changing landscape in international trade - a response to the
penetration of environmental order and a way to protect against negative effects.

CHARTER CITIES: ADREAM OR A SOLUTION TO THE PROBLEM OF
DEVELOPING COUNTRIES?

“Government is not the solution to our problem, government is the
problem.”
Ronald Reagan, US President (1981-1989)

Do you trust your government? This question is rarely asked directly but
has a huge impact on society. But what is the government itself? Government is
traditionally defined as the political system by which a country or community is
administered and regulated [1]. Government always has control over other subjects
of law on its territory and also distributes the taxes into different spheres, depending
on the needs of people or intentions of the government. Such resource allocations
can be various, from social payments and ongoing social projects to stretching the
economy inside the country. No matter how the government spends money, it’s okay
until this money is spent on people.

What about developing countries? These are the countries that have not yet
revealed their full industrial potential and have not yet transformed their economy
into a post-industrial sphere. Such countries often suffer from chronic corruption in
government institutions, excessive bureaucracy, lack of property protection,
inefficiently working judiciary system, etc. For decades these countries can be
struggling from the absence of a platform for a future jump, drowning in political
intrigue, government tug-of-war, and populism. Government services lack
competition, which is why they are provided at such a low level. What can be the
solution to this?

If the functions of the state are outsourced to private companies in a new
corporate city, we will get higher quality at a lower price. Paul Romero, the Nobel
laureate, in his TEDx speech, introduced the concept of charter cities — the private
cities that obey the advice of investors [2]. This concept suggests that the city is
perceived as a regional corporation that generates jobs, attracts investment, and can
overcome labor migration. There are various reasons why such cities would be much
more effective than traditional ones in developing countries. Paul Romero outlines
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the problem of rules as the main problem of all the developing countries. Rules are
something which is hard to change on the vast territory, e.g., for a whole country,
but implementing the set of «good rules» in a city seems more plausible. Such cities
will be free from the laws of the country in which they are located and will be able
to import foreign governing systems as they see fit. The concept itself was not a pure
imagination of Romero. He investigated the case of China and its most prosperous
city, Hong Kong.

Since Hong Kong had been under the auspices of England for a long time,
the rules in this city were different from those in the rest of China. These rules were
copied from the working world economies and were provided by the British. Hong
Kong attracted millions of people from other places to come and work at simple
production. The flow of new workers boosted the city and promoted even more
investments, which created more qualified workplaces, and workers who came to
develop toys evolved with the city and thus obtained new skills. The city wasn’t
affected by any change in powers, by the laws popular among the majority, which
could produce short-time effect only. It developed in its own way, and with time
China itself started to create similar economic zones all over the country.

Charter cities can be the solution to Ukraine’s problems as well. Ukraine
has great problems with labor migration, political populism, slowly working
government services, pressure on business, and other issues closely related to the
rules. It is possible to solve all of those problems in the charter city. It can give
necessary working places for those from the low-developed regions of Ukraine who
seek better work. Regular changes of power and its unpredictability in altering the
legislative framework won’t have any effect on the territory of such cities as they
would live according to their own rules, which the city would benefit from.
Government service would be provided by the most influential companies as there
will be competition, and businesses will feel much freer without corrupted
governmental structures that want to benefit from them. Such cities would attract
much more investments compared to other territories of Ukraine due to the stability
of charter cities. But for this to work, all the rules for creating such a city should be
directly observed.

At one time, Honduras tried to implement Romera's idea of a charter city,
involving even the author of the idea to create such a city. This country has
experienced many problems such as human rights violations, repression of judges,
lawyers and oppression of the indigenous population. So the creation of charter cities
could have been a perfect solution for the country. But for many reasons, the project
failed so much that Paul Romero soon got out of it and declared that he had no part
in what would happen in the country in the future. There are many reasons for this.
First, Honduras conceived the idea of creating cities on a densely populated territory,
which completely contradicted Romero's concept, since charter cities should be
made on an uninhabited or sparsely populated territory. The formation of the
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transparency commission also failed due to a lack of cards. Even though the city was
somehow formed, the government immediately decided to sign agreements with
investors, bypassing the structure that should control and approve all decisions. In
general, most of the democratic mechanisms on the territory of ZEDE (the name of
charter cities in Honduras) have been eliminated.

To make the charter city function in its full power, a lot of different
instructions must be followed. Their introduction selectively will not produce any
effect. It can even worsen the situation. Not all countries are able to create such cities
due to a lack of qualification, understanding, or egoism of those in power. But for
some, this concept can become a cure for a ton of problems that can’t be solved by
changing the law on the territory of a whole country due to populism, social and
political problems. However, I believe that it is possible for Ukraine. This country
has a great labor potential, lots of qualified people and, even more critical, is well-
known worldwide, which would facilitate the attraction of investments. Over the
years, the government has shown its inefficiency and inability to solve problems;
and all this time, people have been those who pushed the country forward. Maybe
it’s time to give them the power?

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DECOUPLING AS AN INDICATOR OF IMPLEMENTATION EFFICIENCY
OF THE SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT CONCEPT

The concept of sustainable development, which is a priority for the world
today, as declared in the Final Document of the UN Summit on Sustainable
Development, which was attended by 189 countries, at the 70th session of the UN
General Assembly in New York in September 2015 “Transforming our world : an
agenda for sustainable development until 2030”’[Trans., 2015], aims to change the
principle of the world economic system: the rejection of permanent scaling of
resource-intensive production and consumer attitudes to nature in favor of greening
the economy and preserving our planet for future generations.

An indicator of the implementation efficiency of the sustainable
development concept can be considered the decoupling of economic growth from
environmental damage. There are many definitions of this term, the analysis of
which [Indic., 2002; Danylyshyn et al., 2008 Tur, 2012 ; Akulov, 2013; Assess.,
2017; Decoup., 2011; Vatchenko et al., 2019; Sotnyk et al., 2014] allowed us to
formulate the author’s definition based on the synthesis of common features in them.

Thus, decoupling in the context of sustainable development is seen as a
state of economic system in which its economic growth outweighs the environmental
damage it does to the ecosystem through two groups of factors: resource and
environmental factors with the prospect of widening such a gap in the future.

In addition, in the economic literature there are many approaches to
determining the degree of decoupling. Thus, the Organization for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD) identifies the following levels [Indic., 2002]:

1. relative decoupling, in which environmental damage increases, but not
as fast as economic growth.

2. absolute decoupling, in which environmental damage does not increase,
or even decreases with economic growth.

3. coupling, which means a parallel synchronous increase in environmental
damage and economic growth.

4. Negative decoupling, involves a situation in which environmental
damage is not correlated with economic growth, their development is unrelated.

Petrie Tapio, for his part, has developed his own classification of degrees
of decoupling, believing that “economic growth and environmental damage can be
coupled, decoupled, or negatively decoupled.” On the other hand, the growth of
variables can be positive and negative, which is expressed through the strengthening
of the relationship between them (expansive coupling), or weakening (recessive
coupling) [ Tapio, 2005]. This classification allows us to outline a wide range of
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relationships between economic growth and environmental damage, as there are
eight degrees of decoupling: strong negative decoupling, weak negative decoupling,
expansive negative decoupling, weak decoupling, strong decoupling, recessive
decoupling, expansive coupling, recessive coupling [Tapio, 2005].

Among such a large number of degrees of decoupling, it is important to
identify a priority in the context of sustainable development, the achievement of
which should be guided by the development and implementation of national
strategies for sustainable development. To do this, we compared the existing degrees
of decoupling with its definition based on the synthesis of common features for
coincidences in them.

Thus, the results of the study showed that the desired and realistic goal of
the state to implement the concept of sustainable development and at the same time
an indicator of the efficiency of this process is to achieve absolute decoupling of
economic growth from environmental damage, when the economic system becomes
more closed and circular, as it presupposes the predominance of economic growth
of the economic system over the environmental damage it causes, as well as the
growth of such a gap.

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MENTAL BACKGROUND FOR DOING RATIONAL AGRIBUSINESS IN
UKRAINE

Rational use of natural resources is an integral element of the
implementation of the principles of sustainable development within ecological and
economic systems, in which information about the environmental values of society
is communicated from generation to generation. This means that the process of
nature management must be regarded in terms of the valuable environmental
orientations, which dominate in a particular ethnocultural environment.

Axiological value of national resource management and domestic
agribusiness in particular was discussed in paper (Marekha et al., 2020). Efficient
business strategies in contemporary environment were analyzed in paper
(Bondarenko et al., 2020).

In the present paper, the problem of mental background and environmental
values in domestic agribusiness is highlighted and discussed. The thorough analysis
of the agricultural mentality of Ukrainians enables us to make the following
assumptions for the rational agribusiness policy.

Assumption 1. Economic policy in the field of achieving sustainable
development and organic farming in particular should take into account that proto-
Ukrainian farmers were the creators of modern agricultural traditions. The colossal
experience of rational land use allows us to make assumptions about the existence
of the ecological subculture in sustainable development throughout the long history
of the Ukrainian state. Rational land use referred primarily to the use of organic
fertilizers and green manure plants, which told us about the existence of traditions
of organic farming. Restoration of these environmental traditions is the key to
contemporary sustainable development. The economic feasibility of growing
environmentally friendly products in modern conditions is justified due to the higher
sales prices of organic products and ever-increasing demand for it from the socially
responsible consumers.

Assumption 2. Economic policy in the field of stimulating national
competitiveness should take into account the following: the presence of positive
environmental experience guarantees Ukrainians significant national competitive
advantages in agriculture over other peoples who do not have such relevant
experience. If we take the A. Smith’s classical approach to understanding
competition, it becomes obvious that Ukraine has absolute competitive advantages
in ensuring food security at the international and national levels due to savings in
transaction costs for mastering and involving new generations in agriculture through
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the vast experience of predecessors. The marginal transaction costs for acquiring
basic agronomic knowledge and environmental information are close to zero for the
land use agents.

Assumption 3. Economic regulation of the land market should be based on
the postulate that the private ownership is an economic incentive for highly efficient
land use. In order to save costs, individual property rights should be mediated by
collective forms of organization of agricultural business. From the point of view of
the Ukrainian mentality, the most optimal are agricultural structures of cooperative
or family types: It is good to live there, where a group sows and plows. Beyond
performing a purely economic function, private property evokes in the farmer a sense
of self-worth and emotional comfort, prevents from the psychological state of
alienation, in which the worker loses interest in work. In addition, the mentality of
the Ukrainian farmer was considered to be a cordocentric one. The latter means that
emotional factor, namely a love for the land, in the system of incentives for
agricultural activity plays an important role: Take care of the fertile land, like of a
mother; Steppe, fields - are me luxuries. Therefore, the economic regulation of the
land market must be carried out taking into account the mental factor, which is
manifested in the recognition of the Ukrainian land as an integral part of national
wealth and national property.

Ukraine’s integration to the European Union implies the expansion of
cultural and business contacts based on the euro-ecological solidarity. Such cross-
cultural diffusion resulted in a strong correlation between the contemporary nature
management and such European environmental values as ecological justice
(“polluter pay” principle) and ecological responsibility (“consumer pay” principle).
The perspective direction of interiorization of the European values into the economic
system of Ukraine may become an implementation of eco-labor reform (humanistic
principle) and achieving of ecological-economic convergence of regions (equality
principle).

Agrarian mentality of the Ukrainians may become a container for
accumulation of the environmental values and a driver for the development of
rational agribusiness domestically. Unlike the European environmental values,
mental background of the Ukrainians can be described with communicative values.
Thus, communicative means of interaction between businesses and nature are
inherent to the Ukrainian society. The European integration opens a door to the
enrichment of the Ukrainian mentality with the best resource-efficient traditions.

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THE ROLE OF FISCAL INSTRUMENTS IN THE ASSUARANCE OF
RATIONAL USE OF WATER RESOURCES AND ENVIRONMENTAL
SAFETY

In the context of global challenges caused by anthropogenic impact on the
environment the issue of transforming the traditional economy into a “green”, low-
carbon, sustainable economy is very relevant. The implementation of the latest clean
technologies into national economy determines its level of competitiveness at the
global level. But a radical restructuring of production technologies is costly and non-
trivial, so a significant number of business entities choose to continue their
traditional operating activities. Accordingly, the government is forced to apply
regulatory and incentive instruments. Global experience proves the effectiveness of
using fiscal instruments in this sense. But the specificity of their application differs
in each country.

Water pollution is the essential global ecological problem, that leads to
irreversible changes in water ecosystems, poor quality and lack of water.
Environmental taxation is one of the instruments of fiscal policy that can influence
on reducing the negative impact of enterprises’ activity on the environment, in
particular — on water resources.

Environmental tax is the collective name of tax revenues, the tax base of
which is certain agents, that have a proven negative impact on the environment,
adopted in foreign scientific circulation. The main groups of environmental taxes in
the EU and tax bases are [1]:

- energy taxes (including fuel for transport): energy products for transport

purposes, energy products for stationary purposes, greenhouse gases [1,
p.12];

- transport taxes (excluding fuel for transport): of motor vehicles import or
sale, registration or use of motor vehicles, recurrent, road use, congestion charges
and city tolls (if taxes in national accounts), other means of transport (ships,
airplanes, railways, etc.), flights and flight tickets, vehicle insurance (excludes
general insurance taxes) [1, p.12];

- taxes on environmental pollution: measured or estimated emissions to air,
ozone depleting substances, measured or estimated effluents to water, waste
management, noise, etc. [1, p. 9-13];

- taxes on the use of natural resources: water abstraction, harvesting of
biological resources, extraction of raw materials, landscape changes and cutting of
trees [1, p.13].
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It should be noted that the shares of these types of environmental taxes in
the total revenues are not similar. According to data of the Eurostat [2], energy taxes
have the largest share in the general amount of revenues, and pollution taxes and
resource taxes have the smallest share. Table 1 presents the dynamics and structure
of environmental taxes in 28 EU countries during 2015-2019. The total revenues are
growing every year. In 2019, such revenues amounted to 389408.50 million euros
(this amount refers to 3.01% of GDP).

According to data in 2019 [2], the leading countries in terms revenues from
environmental taxes include such European countries, as: Germany, the United
Kingdom, Italy, France, the Netherlands. The lowest amounts of such revenues refer
to such countries, as: Malta, Iceland and Cyprus.

Environmental taxation can be an effective tool of neutralization of the
negative environmental impact, stimulation of the rational consumption of natural
resources, creation, and implementation of innovative environmentally friendly
technologies (Hnedina, 2020) [3]. The environmental tax has two main functions: 1)
regulatory and incentive; 2) fiscal (Nikola, Gusev, 2020) [4]. The regulatory and
incentive function is to sanction business operations related to environmental
pollution, as well as to encourage the implementation of innovative technologies by
enterprises in order to limit the harmful impact on the environment and save the
released environmental tax money. The fiscal function is to provide the state with an
additional, significant amount of funds that can be used in the future for the needs of
environmentally friendly projects.

It should be noted that both functions are successfully achieved in EU
countries (Yavorska, 2019) [5]. At the same time, the system of environmental
taxation in Ukraine face with the range of problems. Due to the low rates and
irrational structure, environmental taxation brings quite a small amount of revenues
to the budget. National enterprises are not enough stimulated to implement "green"
technologies.
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Therefore, an actual task is to improve fiscal policy with the aim of
stimulation the sustainable use of natural resources and to ensure the ecological
safety. The funds received from the collection of environmental taxes should be used
for the implementation of environmental programs, projects, scientific research in
the sphere of sustainable development, environmental compliance, natural
environment protection, water purification and protection etc.

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DISCRIMINATION AGAINST LGBTQ+ COMMUNITY IN THE CONTEXT
OF INTERNATIONAL MIGRATION

Migration is a normal process in the world. People have been always
migrating to other places when they were able to find better resources and materials
to survive. However, nowadays, migration is different. People are not only looking
for economic opportunities but also for social benefits. Freedom, democracy,
capitalism attract more and more individuals across the world, especially in the
Western World Countries. Therefore, there was a shift in the reasons why people are
migrating. Social and cultural factors are standing together with economic ones
nowadays.

One of such social factors is freedom. Indeed, it has become one of the main
reasons for modern international migration. People, where they cannot feel safe
being themselves or expressing their ideas that oppose their national ones, tend to
seek a safer place somewhere abroad. One of such group of people is LGBTQ+
Community. Representatives of it might feel unsafe being in a hostile-oriented
environment toward such people, especially, in pro-nationalist, pro-religious
countries.

First, what is migration? According to UN Migration Agency (IOM)
migration is “the movement of persons away from their place of usual residence,
either across an international border or within a State” [1]. Also, the definition for
LGBTQ+ term should be defined. According to LGBTQ Commission in County of
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San Mateo, it is “Any combination of letters attempting to represent all the identities
in the queer community, this near-exhaustive one (but not exhaustive) represents
Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Pansexual, Transgender, Transsexual, Queer, Questioning,
Intersex, Intergender, Asexual, Ally and others” [2].

This movement, as it was mentioned before, can be caused by different
reasons. One of them is to look for a safe environment and country that has more
rights and freedom. In the case of LGBTQ+ people, they usually apply for refugee
status to receive a residency or permit to live in a country. In most cases, it should
be proven and based on evidence. Except social benefits, what else can cause a
migration?

The migration in such countries as Ukraine, Moldova, Georgia toward more
gay-friendly countries as Germany, the Netherlands can be explained by this ground
of discrimination. Nevertheless, people can migrate by their own will to seek job
opportunities, studies, research possibilities, etc. Thus, it is hard to tell what a reason
for migration as people their own ones and do not necessarily declare it at the border
control or when they receive a visa. Yet, people still migrate, and they also migrate
for the reason of discrimination or persecution they have in their countries because
of their sexualities or gender identities. There are some government programs that
assist people with it. Most of them are referred to asylum seekers, as was said before,
when a person has already arrived in a specific country and looking for documents
to stay there. The most popular destinations would be the United States, the
European Union, like Germany, Sweden, Spain, the Netherlands, etc., and the United
Kingdom. In fact, in some countries, there is a high percentage of LGBTQ+ migrants
that add up the total number of LGBTQ+ population of the country. According to
Funders for LGBTQ Issues, “There are an estimated 904,000 LGBTQ immigrants
in the United States, which means that more than one in ten LGBTQ adults are
immigrants” [3]. Hence, some people choose their destination based on freedom for
them. There are also non-governmental organizations that work in the field and help
people with getting asylum or visa to come to a country where they can be
themselves. For instance, LGBT Asylum Support is an NGO that works in the
Netherlands and help seekers to find their new homes. They also assist with all
documents and all needed procedures [4]. Another one would be NGO “GATE” that
locates in New York, the United States. They help to raise awareness about the issues
and fight against HIV/AIDS [5]. One more organization would include “IGLYO”
that is international one and has a headquarters in Brussels. They raise awareness
about the issue as well and try to grow a strong and diverse group of youth allies to
support and advocate for the human rights of LGBTQ+ youth [6].

To sum up, the new tendencies in the modern international migration can
be caused not only based on some economic opportunities like having a better well-
paid job or a bigger market for business. In fact, it can also be affected by the social
and cultural features that might attract some specific group of people. In the case,
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that is described in the paper, there are members of LGBTQ+ community. They are
looking for more rights and freedom for them as they do not feel safe in their own
countries. They also might be discriminated based on their sexuality or gender
identity which might lead to worse consequences for their life and health. Therefore,
there are programs and organizations, especially, in LGBTQ+-friendly countries that
assist people to receive a residence and feel free to express in the way they are. The
best way to stop the migration, especially, within qualified labor force is to give the
support and rights to individuals who are lacking them at least on the governmental

DEVELOPMENT OF ORGANIZATIONAL AND ECONOMIC FORMS OF
ENVIRONMENTAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP: SOCIAL AND ECOLOGICAL
GUIDELINES

In market conditions, the expansion of entrepreneurial initiatives in the
natural resource sphere necessitates the development of organizational and economic
forms of functioning economic entities on an innovative basis.

Therefore, entrepreneurial nature management on a socio-economic basis
can be defined as a productive and responsible organization of processes of
combining, mobilizing and consolidating resources, as well as factors of production
on an innovative basis to meet economic, environmental and social needs in various
functions of natural resources, nature management and methodology of "green"
economy.

Environmental entrepreneurship as a factor in the formation of a number of
environmental products and ecosystem services is carried out by creating a unique
combination of resources with the necessary system of technological, organizational,
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managerial and institutional transformations of innovative nature at different
hierarchical levels of natural resource management.

It should be noted that state entrepreneurship in the natural resource sphere
can be defined as an institution of ecological and economic system, which
establishes and guarantees certain requirements, norms and rules of relations of
various economic entities in the rational use, reproduction and protection of natural
resources and ecosystems.

State environmental business on the basis of market and non-market
mechanisms unites the activities of institutionalized environmental entities of
various forms of ownership and gives them a more focused environmentally and
socially oriented nature. In particular, public-private partnership should provide for
the distribution of environmental and economic risks and environmental
management results between partners in order to most effectively implement
innovation and investment projects in sustainable and ecosystem development.

Public-private partnership in the field of natural resources is considered as
a system of organizational, economic and legal forms, methods and tools for
reconciling environmental, economic and social interests of society, local
communities, government agencies and businesses regarding ensuring sustainable
and ecosystem development through a balanced distribution of management,
control, risks and results between the partners of entrepreneurial nature management
on a long-term and strategic platform.

It is also worth considering the non-profit partnership of environmental
orientation, which is formed within the cooperation of non-profit organizations,
socially and environmentally responsible enterprises of the natural economy
complex.

Mention should be made of the development of environmentally oriented
institutional entrepreneurship is currently without the necessary attention.
Institutional entrepreneurship in the natural resource sphere is defined as an
economic system that provides opportunities to reconcile economic, environmental
and social interests arising in the process of full economic turnover (production,
exchange, distribution, provision and consumption of natural, ecosystem products
and services).

At present, the development of social and environmental entrepreneurship
is quite relevant and expedient in the process of practical implementation of
sustainable development principles. For Ukraine, the form of social entrepreneurship
is still in its infancy and has not taken a strong and effective position, as, for example,
in Europe, North and South America.

Environmental social entrepreneurship as an independent entrepreneurial
activity of a non-profit organization (its mission and statutory goals are aimed at
solving socio-environmental problems) in order to make a profit, which is not
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distributed among the participants, aimed at implementing measures to improve
socio-environmental parameters. of the resource development.

Successful implementation of regional environmental projects and
programs is associated with finding flexible ratios of participation of public, mixed
(public-private), private and non-profit organizations. The creation of business
processes of multi-purpose intersectoral use and reproduction of nature resources
requires the formation of integrated business structures.

First of all, they should be focused on coordination and implementation of
environmental and economic interests, for example, including forest and agricultural
enterprises of various forms of ownership and management which can optimize
afforestation processes and unproductive agricultural lands within institutional and
regulatory mechanisms. From these perspectives such tendencies as production
specialization, concentration, capital merger, enterprises and other stakeholders’
interaction can be objective economic preconditions for the cluster approach
formation.

Thus, the market orientation of natural resource development necessitates
the institutionalization of such progressive forms of environmental entrepreneurship
as: public-private partnership, non-profit partnership, environmental cooperatives,
social entrepreneurship, integrated business structures (clusters).

The education industry is a "meta-industry" of all industries and an area
with tremendous ripple power. In the future, as each industry comes together to
create new businesses, it provides human resources with creativity in the right places

“Meta-industry” refers to a core industry that enhances the competitiveness
of other industries, and innovation in education through technological development
accelerates innovation in other industries

Education is an activity that teaches and learns the knowledge, skills, and
values of individuals or groups in the desired direction of the target audience, and is
one of the important areas in which the provision of rich and effective information
is important. Thanks to the development of ICTs, the limitations of tools that can be
used in the educational field have all but disappeared, so different types of learning
that were not previously used, such as distance learning based on experience and
realistic education, have become possible. In particular, as the exchange and
dissemination of knowledge rapidly increase in the information age, the differences
between educators and teachers are gradually blurring, and the existing one-way
teaching method cannot correspond to the changes of the new era. As the
“implementation” progresses, the role of traditional schools delivering fragmented
knowledge will gradually diminish, and they will play the role of a learning platform
for realizing the holistic education required by society through the provision of
diverse and creative experiences.

“Awareness” of educational services can be realized at every stage of the
value chain, which is delivered to learners via networks, mobile devices, and
displays after educational content is published on the platform. In other words,
“implementation” not only means changes in the display that students face but also
means technological change throughout the value chain and innovation in user
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experience implemented through them, so the business value can be said to be great
as well [2].

Various remote platforms are emerging across all industries and a new
smart business model based on 020 (Online-To-Offline) is in the spotlight.
Recently, when the need for learning has become commonplace regardless of age
and gender, an online platform has emerged that provides various offline learning
opportunities, especially in Ukraine, this became noticeable during the Covid-19
epidemic. The focus is on a business model that lowers exploration costs and
maximizes customer value by connecting individuals and institutions through the
platform, moving away from the traditional teaching method of direct attendance at
a university or academy.

It is expected that this "connection™ will have a great impact on the
education sector. With the proliferation of the on-demand economy, the existing
teaching method, in which teachers and students meet and communicate at specific
times, is being transformed. Students receive real-time feedback on their learning
outcomes, anytime, anywhere, as well as new learning assignments and learning
expressions, and the physical constraints of time and space disappear. As a member
of a learning network that includes not only teachers and other learners, but also
employers, mentors, and learning managers, learners will face new opportunities for
growth they have never experienced before through active interaction and
knowledge sharing with others [2].

We believe that the best phenomenon in the modern educational process is
the emergence of the “sharing economy” service, where everyone can become a
teacher or a student. The Sharing Economy is an open online business model in
which a number of people share goods, space, expertise, and talent with each other
through collaboration. It is also referred to as the “freelance economy” because all
transactions are carried out through countless distributed providers such as citizens
and individual business owners. The sharing economy operates primarily on multiple
platforms that connect providers and consumers of products and services to each
other [2]. The supplier side discloses surplus assets to the platform and the business
profits generated by the assets are calculated as commissions, and the consumer side
pays a kind of commission (usage fee) in exchange for receiving products and
services through the platform. Thus, the core competencies of the sharing economy
platform will be operational capabilities, which provide a lower marginal cost of
surplus assets, and service capabilities, which enable the provision of innovative
products and services across assets [1].

In the era of the 4th industrial revolution, the manufacturing industry will
experience the phenomenon of "convergence", in which areas of the surplus service
industry converge and boundaries are violated. As the “platform business model”
emerging from industry convergence gradually spreads, fundamental technologies
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such as artificial intelligence and cloud computing are being actively adopted, which
in turn will accelerate the trend of convergence between industries.

An example of using this thing at Sumy State University can be the recent
international educational platform the Virtual Academic Mobility Program
"International Relations and Global Leadership” in conjunction with Washington
State University (Washington, USA), which took place from 25.01.2021 to
30.04.2021.

In addition, with the development of intelligent technologies in the era of
the 4th industrial revolution, intelligent objects will appear that imitate all human
production activities, including cognition, thinking, judgment, action, and control,
which will affect all areas of industry. For example, thanks to the development of
the Internet of Things (1oT) technology, it has become possible to collect huge
amounts of data for the development of intelligent algorithms, and this information
can accumulate. In addition, thanks to the development of artificial intelligence and
big data technology, and improved intelligence algorithms at the "cognition™ level
have made it possible to perform a simple analysis of any event [3].

FEATURES OF THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN ORGANIZATIONAL
CULTURE AND STRATEGIC PERSONNEL MANAGEMENT

Increasingly, personnel management is recognized as one of the most
important areas of life of the organization, able to increase its efficiency and
productivity. In this case, the very concept of "personnel management" is considered
in a fairly wide range: from economic and statistical to philosophical and
psychological.

Management practice shows the presence of a serious strategic turn of
management approaches in the direction of increasing attention to the human,
primarily professional and cultural component of modern organizations.

As a rule, for the first time the organization feels the need for strategic
management at the stage of formalization. At this stage, work begins on the
description of administrative processes, regulations and procedures are introduced.
In this case, personnel management services are given the role of a functional unit,
which primarily ensures the implementation of the following functional tasks: a)
search, recruitment, selection of personnel, b) training and development of
personnel, ¢) assessment and certification of personnel.

Thus, the development of organizational culture as a creative function is not
a priority for staff service. Senior management is engaged in more important tasks
at this stage - the development of marketing, financial strategy. Therefore, the
organizational culture and management and personnel services are engaged, but,
unfortunately, on a residual basis. This stage usually ends with a structural crisis.
Here, as one of the ways out of the crisis, it is possible to move from function
management to process management, which occurs at the next stage of development
of the organization - the stage of coordination.
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This process is characterized by a certain concern of the organization's
management with the availability and development of organizational culture, which
is confirmed by the current practice of involving organizational consultants. As a
rule, personnel management services with the participation and support of the PR
department become the leaders of purposeful formation of organizational culture,
taking into account that the formation of corporate culture is considered as a task of
internal PR.

Today there are many definitions of organizational culture. Here are some
of them, which in our opinion, most fully characterize the processes of strategic
personnel management.

Organizational culture, as understood by leading scholars in this field, is
defined as a stable collection of values, symbols, rituals, and stories that can be used
to manage people in their workplaces (Dela and Kennedy theory). According to the
theory of Pitters and Waterman, organizational culture is a system of shared values
that are manifested through various cultural artifacts: stories, myths, etc. [1].

As can be seen from the above definitions, the terms "values"”, "system",
etc. is not yet a clearly defined object that can be acted upon. What is needed here is
a model that would be clear from the point of view of management theory and
suitable for practical application. This model was proposed by Edward Shane.

For a more complete analysis of the task, consider the model of Shane's
organizational culture in more detail. The first, superficial level of organizational
culture is visible to an outside observer through artifacts. By artifacts Shane means
a specific product of culture (oral, written objects). For example, an artifact of an
organization can be a charter, a badge, a territory, a newspaper, branded clothing for
staff, and so on. According to the author, the more history there is in the organization,
recorded in the artifacts, the more powerful is its organizational culture.

The second level is an "iceberg". The norms and values that are the tip of
the iceberg are visible. These are declared norms and values. However, in the
organization there is often a "double standard", those rules that are not mentioned
anywhere, but everyone knows what can be done and what cannot. These are latent,
hidden for an outside observer norm, which are no longer visible from the outside.

The third, in-depth level of Shane's model shows that all these artifacts,
norms, and rules are only superstructures determined by human behavior. At the
same time, as noted in the research of psychologists, a person's behavior is 90%
controlled by the unconscious, which is expressed in basic beliefs. They, in turn, are
reflected in the archetypes (basic behaviors determined by national culture).

Thus, based on Shane's three-level model, it is possible to determine in
advance what can be the object of strategic personnel management:

. artifacts;
. declared values, norms;
. staff behavior.
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Given the fact that in management theory there is a term “effects in
organizational culture”, in the diagnosis of any organization two types of
organizational culture are used - strong and weak [2].

This implies that the presence of a weak organizational culture will indicate
stagnation or even decline, a lack of competitiveness. Conversely, a strong
organizational culture will be an indicator of "well-being", the organization's ability
to develop. Therefore, top executives of organization may have a natural question:
what kind of culture does the organization belong to?

It should be borne in mind that in the development of leading theorists and
practitioners of strategic management, the type of organizational culture is
determined by three indicators: finance; production; psychology. Accordingly, a
strong organizational culture is characterized by the following effects:

1. Financial indicators:

. profit growth.

2. Production indicators:

. increase productivity;

o innovation of products and services;

. adequate adaptation to the environment.

3. Psychological indicators:

. staff loyalty;

. high degree of job satisfaction;

. high self-confidence of staff;

. lack of tension between leaders of different levels of the hierarchy;

° no symptoms of stress in employees.

The above effects of a strong organizational culture, of course, do not fully
describe the organizational culture and cannot be direct criteria of the "strength /
weakness" of the culture that exists in the organization. In practice, some indicators
can be used as evaluation criteria, for example, profit growth, other indicators can
be used as a basis for developing empirical criteria [3].

In order to determine and characterize the tools for changing organizational
culture, consider the practice of changing organizational culture again through the
prism of Shane's model. Management experience shows that most often changes in
organizational culture, primarily carried out at the first level, because it is easiest and
clear what to do. For example, there was no written history of the organization - you
can create. However, if the organization is limited to change only at this level, it is
only a waste of money and time, because the impact on staff, which occurs at the
rational level, at the level of attributes is a necessary but not sufficient condition for
effective organizational culture.

Rectilinear correction of organizational culture through the second level of
Shane's model is a rather difficult task. The purpose of managerial influence at this
level is to form a general vision of the organization's mission, its goals and ways of
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strategic development. The tools for this are all possible corporate events (holidays,
sports competitions, trips out of town, trainings, including team building).

The most difficult level for influence is Ill. As already noted, archetypes
are based on national culture and are virtually unchangeable. There is only one way
to change them - by replacing the carriers of national culture. One example here is
that it is for this reason that multinational companies, entering new national markets,
send expats to run the company. And only a few years later, when the core values
and norms have already been formed, local managers are appointed to the top
management level.

Shane's model also explains the processes that take place in the banking
sector, when a new manager changes the entire team, and, unlike other commercial
sectors of the market, banks often have to replace the entire staff, including the
middle level. Another example of the replacement of senior and middle management
when changing leaders can be seen in the example of state bodies (presidential
elections, local authorities).

Thus, considering the effects of organizational culture, we once again can
see the direct connection between the management of organizational culture and
strategic management of the organization.

FORMATION OF DEMAND FOR DIGITAL CIVIC EDUCATION

After the civil revolution in Ukraine in 2014 (known also as the Revolution
of dignity), the need for systemic civic education became the priority. There were
some activities and initiatives at the state level, such as introduction of the
compulsory subject “Civic education” for pupils in schools.

At the same time, systematic efforts on offering civic education for adults
was not done, although the new emerged situation and fragile democracy required
relevant educational response. The fact that it was missing is proved by the process
of the presidential elections of 2019. Adults as voters were neglected, as there were
no educational offers helping them to increase their media literacy, capacities for
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democratic actions and critical thinking, to deal with information warfare,
propaganda and fake news.

In order to tackle the problem, develop and implement targeted courses of
civic education, with the focus on media literacy, in autumn 2018 Ukrainian NGO
"Lifelong Learning Centre" conducted a research on the demand for civil education
in Sumy, an administrative centre in the eastern part of Ukraine, with about 300.000
inhabitants. Sumy is located less than 40 km from the border with Russia. On the
territory of the Sumy region operate Russian television channels and the population
is under the constant influence of Russian propaganda. In addition, due to the loss of
ties with Russia in Sumy, several large industrial enterprises stopped, which led to
unemployment and the departure of the population from the city. This determines
the specifics of civic education in this region.

The purpose of the research was the assessment of civil competencies of
the residents of Sumy and identification of actual needs for civic education. Given
the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, we were interested in identifying civic
education needs online.

Following research methods were used: desk research (analysis of
publications, reviews, and reports), qualitative methods (focus groups, in-depth
interviews) and quantitative methods (sociological survey).

The main study findings are:

1. There is a low demand for civic education, while at the same time the
lack of high-level civic competence was identified. Under these circumstances, the
approach to civic education as a public good came from local authorities, and not
from the local community and citizens.

2. The discrepancy between supply and demand in the field of civic
education was identified. For example, there are many offers of trainings on gender
equality, but the demand is low; on the other hand, there is a high demand for
information and computer literacy and poor supply of non-formal education courses
for adults.

3. There is a discrepancy between the discourses of civic education within
the population in the area on one side, and civil society activists on the other.

4. Demand for civic education is higher among people with higher incomes.
However, it is possible to put forward the opposite hypothesis that people with good
civic education receive higher incomes.

5. The need for civic education was also proved by the fact that people
prefer to follow public figures than certain ideas; the former are even seen as ideal
trainers for civic education.

6. Our research has shown a significant increase in demand for online
education, including civic education.

7. Digitalization of civic education increases the demand for digital
democracy tools.

GLOBAL LEASING MARKET: DEVELOPMENT TRENDS

In the modern world economy, countries are constantly looking for new
ways to update fixed assets that would contribute to the development of scientific
and technological progress. Leasing is such an instrument of financial support, as it
is an element of the investment process, which is spreading rapidly in countries with
developed economies. In order to better understand the nature and essence of leasing,
it is necessary to analyze in detail the international experience of leasing operations.

Over the past 20 years, the global leasing market is growing steadily, as
shown in figure 1. However, in the period 2008-2009, the global financial crisis has
spread to all sectors of the economy, and not in turn the leasing market. The number
of leasing agreements during this period decreased sharply and reached the level of
2003-2004. Currently, the global leasing market is recovering rapidly from the
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effects of these two years, thus showing an increase in new business volumes by
6.5% from 2014 to arecord $ 1,000 billion in 2018 (Global, 2019).

Moreover, the global leasing market can be described as unbalanced, as
80% of the total rent belongs to the 10 largest countries, such as the United States,
China, Germany, Japan, France, Italy, Russia, Canada, Britain and Switzerland
(World, 2019).

The United States occupies a leading position in the ranking of leasing
volumes, which is 383.87 billion dollars, or 40.3% of world leasing (World, 2019).
To date, 22% of all equipment has been sold in the United States under leasing
operations, making leasing the largest form of external corporate financing in the
country.

In 2019, the portfolio is dominated by IT and office equipment (31%) and
transport (26%), then 10% belongs to agricultural equipment, 9% - construction, 5%
- industrial and 4% - medical equipment. Now the leasing market is at the stage
maturity. A prerequisite for this is the impact on the rapid development of state
support leasing at the initial stage. It consisted of providing tax, investment,
depreciation payments. Landlords are more focused on assessing asset risk, while
reducing the focus on lending and innovative products (Leaseurope, 2020).

According to the data of the Global Leasing Report 2019, there is currently
a tendency to a general decline in the leasing market and the volume of leasing
transactions, the growth of which is possible with the general growth of the
economy. Although the market has reached maturity, most offer only financial
leasing. On the other hand, despite the fact that the Chinese leasing market is
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characterized by its short history, over the past 30 years it has taken second place in
the world ranking with new business growth of 61.9% in 2016-2017, to $ 206.7
billion (Global, 2019).

In Western Europe, more than 20% of investments in production assets go
through leasing. Moreover, almost 80% of the leasing business in Western Europe
was made up of Germany, France and the United Kingdom. In Germany, the value
of contracts is 64.26 billion dollars, in Great Britain - 81.77 billion dollars, France
38.94 hillion dollars (Global, 2019).

The largest leasing companies in the world are the American company Air
Cap - $ 33.1 million and the Irish-American company GECAS - $ 32.5 million,
respectively. Both companies are involved in the financing and leasing of
commercial aircraft. The European Leasing Association Leas Europe has prepared a
list of the largest leasing companies in the world for 2020. Figure 2 shows their top
ten (Leaseurope, 2020).

In absolute terms, Germany is the European leader in terms of leasing
operations. It is known that last year the volume of leased real estate amounted to
64.26 billion dollars.

The analysis of foreign practice of development and functioning of the
market of leasing services is very important for development of own strategy of
development of leasing relations in the country. However, when borrowing foreign
experience in the development of leasing, it is advisable to take into account the
conditions and features of the development of each country.

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Thus, international leasing is now considered one of the most important
financial and investment instruments in the world. The mastery of many states
speaks of leasing productivity. In real time in developed countries, leasing operations
account for 30-40% of investments. Within 80% of fresh goods are carried out on
rented equipment.

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CHALLENGES OF INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION IN THE
FRAMEWORK OF EU-FUNDED GRANT PROJECTS UNDER THE
COVID-19 PANDEMIC

The coronavirus pandemic has been admitted to become the biggest
challenge the European community has faced since the Second World War.
Affecting the people, their ways of life, economy and the world as a whole, it also
became a wake-up call for multilateralism and a higher quality level of international
cooperation. One of the forms of international cooperation that was strongly
impacted by the pandemic was the international grant projects implementation and
planning. Lots of challenges arose both within the management issues,
implementation and funds re-distribution. The setbacks in international project
teams communication because of their members illnesses and lockdowns, restricted
access to a number of facilities and purchases, disrupted ways of organizing certain
activities, challenges in search, engagement and retaining the participants, their
motivation and strategic support for sustaining the project results — are just few
critical issues that made the international grant-funded projects a serious challenge.
There is an obvious need to additionally investigate the changes in leadership and
management styles which had to change because of virtuality and digitization of
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project teams. This paper focuses on overall challenges of implementation and
financing of EU-funded grant projects during the Covid-19 crisis, following up on
the previous studies made.

Due to the high topicality of the mentioned issues, there is a number of
authors from around the world who focused their attention on the challenges in
project management under the world crisis conditions (e.g. R. Muller, O.Zhykhor,
E. Kalbarczyk-Guzek, H. Gaspars-Wieloch, M. Skitmore, S. Stradling, A. P. Tuchy,
R.C. Traylor, R.C. Stinson, etc.). The other important scientific investigation has
been provided by a number of researchers focusing on the issues related to grant
funding (A.J. G. Silvius, J. Abrham, J. Blasé, T. Wilke, G. Saray, M.C. Bekker,
E.Mulenga, and many more). Yet no research publications have been found that
investigate the challenges of performing such on-board tasks as management,
administration and reporting on the project, communication with the funding
authorities, project quality assurance and risk management and other auxiliary tasks
under the COVID-19 pandemic impact.

The European Union dedicates around 10% of its budget to external action.
In addition to providing funding to its partner countries in the form of contracts and
budget support, one of the most important places is given to funding via grants
(European Commission, n.d. [1]). In fact, each year hundreds of people and
organizations receive these grants, which cover a wide range of sectors and areas.
These projects involve mobilities and knowledge exchanges, cooperation of big
consortiums consisting of 5-25 institutions, international funds transfer and
equipment purchases. The pandemic and the lockdowns brought their specific
challenges which have somehow frozen or slowed down the projects management
processes within the first months of the COVID-19 spread. However, the process of
financing international projects by the EU (including projects under Erasmus+ or
Horizon 2020) also could not avoid the impact of the pandemic. Both recipients and
donors faced a number of obstacles that hindered the normal implementation and
financing of projects.

First of all, one of the problems is related to the possibility of extending the
project because of the Covid-19 emergency. However, there is a solution. In fact,
some agencies have allowed beneficiaries to request an amendment to extend the
original project duration to 6 months due to the COVID-19 situation (European
Commission, 2021 [2]; European Commission, n.d. [3]). Secondly, the start date of
the action may be postponed, which may also be caused by the Covid-19 crisis. In
this case, the postponement of the start date is possible for the grant agreements that
are going to be signed (European Commission, n.d. [3]).

There is also a problem concerning the costs in grants when there are
difficulties in implementing action because of the Covid-19 situation. Given this
unprecedented pandemic situation, maximum flexibility is given to the
implementation of actions. The grant agreement may stipulate that staff costs
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associated with remote work in isolation may be considered eligible, even if remote
work is not a normal practice of the beneficiary. Moreover, there could be costs
already incurred for services that have to be cancelled because of the Covid-19 crisis.
If beneficiaries cannot get a refunding, they should include the costs in their final
financial statement and keep adequate justification and evidence for claiming these
costs under force majeure (European Commission, n.d. [3]).

In addition, in times of Covid-19 crisis there are possible delays in
submitting deliverables and reports. In this case flexibility is also given for possible
delays in submitting deliverables, milestones and reports due to the confinement
measures of the Covid-19 crisis. In addition, Horizon 2020 grant holders must retain
some supporting documentation to prove the impact of “force majeure” or delays in
providing results, reports or actions due to the COVID-19 outbreak (European
Commission, 2021 [4]). There is also a problem when H2020 beneficiaries are
unable to provide all / complete elements for their reports related to interim and final
payments due to the pandemic situation. First of all, when we talk about interim
payments, given the situation with COVID-19, there is flexibility in the
completeness of the reports submitted for such payments. Beneficiaries are still
required to provide scientific and financial reports (European Commission, 2020).

Moreover, in an effort to avoid the rapid spread of the virus, the majority of
governments have decided to close their borders and restrict entry. It follows that
some project participants have faced the problem of not being able to enter the
beneficiary/partner country due to reasons related to COVID-19. Thus, all projects
that focused on training and knowledge sharing were moved online, others
postponed. However, the donor will closely monitor the situation and the researcher
must move to the beneficiary country as soon as conditions allow (European
Commission, 2021 [6]).

However, it should be noted that despite all the challenges and difficulties
caused by the pandemic, project funding continued. Thus, in case with Horizon
2020, if we compare, in 2018 there were 5 352 signed grants (EUR 9,68 billion of
net EU contribution), 5 581 signed grants in 2019 (EUR 10,66 billion of net EU
contribution) and despite the COVID-19 situation, there were 5 074 signed grants
with EUR 11,48 billion of net EU contribution in 2020, which is even higher than in
previous two years (H2020 Projects, n.d.).

To sum up, the Covid-19 pandemic brought its specific challenges for
implementation of all sorts of projects. Although these difficulties were
unpredictable and slowed down the projects management processes within the first
months of the COVID-19 spread, the European Commission managed to quickly
adapt to this situation, set up project financing processes and constantly support
beneficiaries.

INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC COOPERATION OF TERRITORIAL
COMMUNITIES AS A FACTOR OF INCREASING RESILIENCE

At the present stage of Ukrainian society development, the strategic course
of the state is the acquisition of full membership of Ukraine in the European Union.
One of the components of Ukraine's European integration obligations under the
Association Agreement with the EU is the reform of decentralization. Therefore, in
recent years, considerable attention of the government and the public has been
directed to reforming local self-government, as well as the system of territorial
organization of power.

Nowadays, a new current system of the administrative-territorial structure
of the basic level has been formed and as of 10.02.2021, 1,470 territorial
communities were created in Ukraine (Decentralization, 2021).

The new communities received a number of their own and delegated powers
and financial instruments to support them.

All these processes have brought up many issues, including the resilience
of territories and newly formed territorial communities. «Resilience» has a broader
content than the commonly used in the scientific space «capacity» or «sustainability»
and differs from the concept of «sustainable development», because resilience is
understood as complex processes of formation of stability of territories (regardless
of their scale) to modern challenges and threats in the long run.

Sustainability refers to the ability of an individual, household, population
or system to anticipate, absorb and recover from the dangers or consequences of
climate change and other shocks without compromising its long-term prospects, if
possible with potential enhancement. Sustainability is not a fixed final state, but a
dynamic set of conditions and processes. The basis of sustainability is the need for
better risk analysis in different spatial and temporal situations (Turnbull et al., 2013)

We consider community as a resilient community if it is able to withstand
significant disruptions / fluctuations / crises (if they occur) and is able to recover
(return) to normal life without negatively affecting the future quality of life of
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community members [3]. Therefore, local resilience considers the ability of
territories at the local level to self-healing and overcoming crisis phenomena in order
to effectively develop territories (region, city, territorial community).

In the process of forming resilience, the importance of partnerships between
neighboring territories, between the authorities, the public, business and the
scientific community, especially at the local level, given that in Ukraine, newly
unions of territorial communities are still learning to support themselves and ensure
a decent level of development and living standards for their residents. Figure 1 shows
the model of stakeholder cooperation and the direction of mutual influence in the

rocess of voluntary formation of the territorial community.

Currently, a significant number of newly formed territorial communities are
not capable and financially self-sufficient. Given this, international economic
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cooperation is important to ensure the resilience of territorial and administrative
units. Territorial communities have the opportunity to implement international
economic cooperation in the form of regional development projects, which can be
implemented at the expense of the state budget received from the European Union.

In 2020, applicants from all regions of Ukraine submitted about 800
regional development projects in the areas of: innovative economy and investment;
rural development; tourism development; human development; support for the
development of depressed areas; effective management of regional development; all-
Ukrainian solidarity. Total number of projects of the sector support program: 739
for the total amount: 15045526.33 & (Hromady, 2021).

Therefore, special emphasis should be placed on the fact that international
economic cooperation also provides a social effect, which is determined by the
growth of community resilience, unity and cohesion in them.

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MOTIVATION AS THE VITAL FACTOR IN THE WORK OF MANAGER

Motivation — is a set of management actions that are aimed at encouraging
themselves and / or staff to achieve certain goals. The success of the organization is
a system of staff motivation. To achieve results, it is necessary to provide motivation
of personnel at all levels of management of the organization with the organization
of interaction. The main goal of the motivation process is to get the maximum return
from the use of existing human resources, which will improve the overall efficiency
and profitability of the organization [1].

Motivation is the engine of progress, and it's hard to argue with that,
because only a very motivated and purposeful person can do the impossible. In order
for the labor collective to be the most efficient, it is necessary to create the most
favorable conditions, in which each worker will try to work effectively. To do this,
there are various methods of motivation and encouragement.

Motivation is a psychological process that affects the actions of each person
and depends on their needs. The system of incentives for any enterprise, regardless
of its scale or number of staff, is designed to encourage the performance of certain
tasks, and is manifested in the following:

. stimulating personnel in high-quality, timely performance of tasks;
. increasing productivity;
. creating and maintaining a positive mood within the team;
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. reducing staff turnover;

. involvement, retention of competent, qualified specialists;
. increasing staff loyalty to the company;
. formation of corporate culture.

The effectiveness of the above tasks depends on the extent to which
methods of incentives and incentives are correlated with the real needs of workers.
A well-designed system of motivation is not only a good tool for personnel
management, but also a means to achieve the goals of the organization.

A quality approach to staff incentives can provide the following benefits:

. improving the quality of work performed and productivity of the
enterprise as a whole;

. creating a positive and friendly atmosphere in the team;

. long-term cooperation with the best workers (reduction of staff
turnover);

. growth of loyalty and responsibility on the part of employees;

. creating a stable corporate culture.

At the present stage, the satisfaction of various needs and requests of
employees of enterprises goes through a large number of methods of motivating
performance, which can be divided into three groups:

. economic (direct) - hourly and piece rates, bonuses for
rationalization, participation in the distribution of profits, tuition fees, payments for
maximum use of working time;

. economic (indirect) - preferential or free food, delivery of products
of the enterprise, delivery of products or vitamins for harmfulness of work, surcharge
for length of service at the given enterprise, preferential use of housing, transport,
etc.;

. non-monetary - labor protection, labor enrichment, flexible work
schedule, career growth, vocational training, programs to improve the quality of
work, participation in decision-making at a higher level [2, p. 67].

Material motivation of work is quite common in Ukrainian enterprises.
Thus, the salary should show an estimation of the contribution of the worker as a
result of activity of the organization (absolute size and a parity with a level of a
salary of other workers of the enterprise). Salaries should be comparable and
competitive with wages at typical enterprises, industries and regions.

Intangible motivation is very important in the general system of incentives.
Although it is generally believed that a person works to make money, and therefore
the most effective motivation is a decent wage, but practice shows that the intangible
motivation of workers plays a key role in this matter.

Additional motivation becomes necessary when:

- violations of the terms of the employment contract;

- greater workload on staff than should be in accordance with regulations;
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- irregular working hours;

- uncomfortable working conditions, etc.

The existing practice of foreign and domestic enterprises shows a trend of
significant changes in the system of staff motivation. Nowadays self-realization and
self-development (intangible motivation) come to the fore [3, p.83].

INNOVATIVE TEHNOLOGIES IN POSTAL SERVICES

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Modern postal service is actively working in the sector of logistics, postal
banking, catalog trade and direct mail, actively developing information technology
and e-commerce. The development of postal companies, like any other type of
business, involves the introduction of innovations based on the needs of customers
and the needs of the organization itself.

Many countries are already working to create the mail of the future. In most
cases, they are helped by well-known companies. For example, Mercedes-Benz is
working on the Vision Van project, a robotic package delivery system using a van
and a group of quadcopters. According to the following principle, everything
happens: the robot manipulator places orders in a van with two platforms for drone
landing on the roof. Drones can take off directly from the car with a parcel, the
weight of which should not exceed 2 kg, and they can deliver luggage within a radius
of 10 km (Payspace, 2019).

Another example of innovation in e-mail services is the wheeled robot
postman, developed by Starship Technologies, which the founder of Skype owns.
With this device, it is possible to deliver parcels weighing up to 18 kg for a distance
of up to 5 km. The robot can navigate the terrain, bypass various obstacles, and
respond to traffic lights. Customers can track the location of the robot by installing
a special application on the smartphone. In addition, the program will help them
unlock the office where the parcel is located and pick it up. Such delivery
technologies are already used in Bern, Hamburg, Dusseldorf, Tallinn, and other
cities (Payspace, 2019).

One of the world's largest logistics companies — DHL, has become
interested in using drones to deliver goods. The first tests of a new delivery method
using a drone called Parcelcopter were conducted in 2013 in the German city of
Bonn. Then the parcel was transported across the Rhine. The next tests took place a
year later — in the fall of 2014. At that time, the flight route passed over the North
Sea — from the city of Nordaich (Germany) to the island of Just (Germany), and its
length was 12 km (Payspace, 2019). This type of delivery reduces the costs
associated with paying salaries to couriers and also increases efficiency, because
drones can work non-stop and do not fail for a long time.

If we talk about Ukraine, the delivery of drones in April 2018 began to test
Nova Poshta. Ukrposhta planned to launch a pilot project to deliver parcels by drones
in 2016. Then the company was going to use unmanned devices of the Israeli
company Flytrax, which can deliver parcels weighing up to 3 kg for a distance up to
23 km (Nova Poshta, 2021). However, so far, no project has been launched for mass
use.

Another innovative technology in the postal sector is the automated post
office. It is a point of reception and issuance of small parcels in a terminal with many
cells of different sizes. Uploading or receiving a shipment to the post office is carried
out using access codes that must be entered on the touch screen. The first such post
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office appeared in 2001 thanks to the cooperation of the Austrian technology
company KEBA and the courier service DHL in Germany. Today, automated post
offices are located both in Europe and in other regions (ELNews, 2020).

The coronavirus pandemic has given a powerful impetus to this innovative
sector. Most people are at home most of the time, and shopping in online stores has
become the norm. Undoubtedly, there is a tendency to reduce the size of parcel
machines and bring them closer to people's homes until we reach the so-called
personal parcel machines. Today, they are still a convenient service, but in the distant
future may become part of the parcel and mail delivery network, like the current
mailbox.

Self-service based automated post office. Although it is not as popular an
innovation as a drone, the efficiency of an automated service point can be even much
higher. The self-service postal vending machine has already been tested in many
parts of the world and aims to increase the availability of postal services in the
regions. When the attendance of post offices tends to decrease, and people prefer
self-service channels, the so-called. An automatic post office may be an affordable
24/7 alternative to a traditional post office. The combination of a nearby parcel
machine, a self-service post office, and a personalized postal service based on
postmen can provide a comprehensive and easily accessible postal service in the
future (ELNews, 2020).

Innovations implemented in postal services expose the efficiency of
companies by reducing the time for delivery and issuing of parcels; thereby attract
more and more buyers to use these services. E-commerce has become a part of the
lives of many people, millions of orders and the Internet are being made every
minute, and all these packages must be delivered to the buyer. The growing demand
for postal services influences the growth of the need for continuous improvement of
work and implementation of innovations of companies providing postal services.

FEATURES OF THE EUROPEAN MANAGEMENT MODEL APPLIED TO
HUMAN CAPITAL

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The European model of management began developing and flourishing in
the 40s of the 20th century. The approaches to management in European countries
were combined, resulting in similarities of management models, used in these
countries (Shkola, & Kiyanenko, 2021; Shkola, & Vikulova, 2016). Moreover, given
the fact that the European model is rather a mixture of Japanese and American ones,
each country has its own percentage of the ratio of the mixture of these two models.
The distinguishing feature of the European model in general is the automation of
manual labor and a more loyal approach to the employee (Shkola, & Dihtiarenko,
2015). Furthermore, Europe is a leader in innovations, particularly in management
(Dyadyura et al, 2019; Prokopenko et al, 2017). Nowadays, the headquarters of the
most influential, successful and old corporations in the world are based in Europe
(Shkola, & Ostapenko, 2011).

It should be noted, much attention is paid to the social climate in the team
and the readiness for advances under cut-throat global competition. Given the fact
that Europe is cosmopolitan, small and medium-sized businesses companies are fond
of this model. Important features of the European model are staff motivation
(Shkola, & Behmenko, 2008), trusting and positive climate in the team, high-quality
employees (Shkola, & Scherbachenko, 2018a, 2018b, 2018c), communication style,
a clear distribution of responsibility between employees, and hard administrative
system.

The most striking and impressive results of the European management
model have been obtained in Germany. German companies have carefully
scrutinized management system based on highly qualified business managers and
setting the company's goals correctly, strict dividend policy, and clear motivation
system.

Regarding motivation system in European countries, the Swedish
management model has been examined. It attracts attention due to market regulation
in the production area, special loyalty and protection of personnel, namely
guaranteed full employment and income equalization. In addition, there is one
feature in the motivational system of the European management model, namely the
widespread concept of "partnership” between entrepreneurs and their staff. The
concept expects to take the participation of employees in strategic decision-making,
sharing ownership and profits. For instance, in the United Kingdom, where the
practice of creating Consultative Committees within the enterprise is widespread,
employees have the opportunity to take part in the management of production.

In Finland there is a system of "management by results”, employees,
together with their superiors are assumed to set the company’s goals.

In Austria, Denmark, the Netherlands, Luxembourg, Sweden there is a law
according to which ordinary employees have the right to be present on the boards of
directors and make proposals on solving vital issues concerning the company.
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In Germany, according to legislation each enterprise is form the councils of
workers targeted at discussing issues of adjusting the company’s charter, changes in
working hours, wages, vacation schedule, innovations, and social security.
Moreover, at German enterprises, economic and supervisory councils can be created.
Such an interaction between top managers and employees that has been mentioned
above contributes to the motivation, labor activity of workers, leading to positive
results in the future.

The Netherlands also deserves special attention due to its social security,
providing benefits and compensations related to holidays, sick leave, minimal
wages, insurance, travel and food costs. For example, according to the legislation in
the Netherlands, the time employee spends visiting doctor is to be paid to him as
working hours.

By and large, that the key and important difference between the European
management model and American and Japanese ones is a communication style. In
contrast to American and Japanese management models, the European model is
based on informal communication between boss and subordinates, on joint solution
of crucial for the company issues and an opportunity to put forward new ideas and
proposals. In addition, what is important is the study the behavior of people in certain
situations and assessment of the collective influence on a person. Furthermore, it is
also impossible to deny the fact that the European model is very flexible and
applicable to many countries, incorporates innovative and effective management
theories and practices (Shkola et al, 2018, 2020).
