SOCIAL INTEGRITY AND TOLERANCE IN EDUCATION: FOREIGN
EXPERIENCE

Relevance of the problem. Anticipating the European future of Ukraine,
educational institutions act as powerful agents of change in the promotion of European
values social an academic integrity. Faculties realized they need to ensure that their
students engage in assessment processes with honesty, fairness, courage, respect,
responsibility and truthfulness — all values of academic integrity recognised by the
International Centre for Academic Integrity (ICAIl). The analysis of scientific
intelligence makes it possible to assert that European values are productive tools -
teaching, learning, development of educational and language policy in the conditions

of a multicultural educational space [1-2; 6]. Given the outlined topic of the article,
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special attention needs to be paid to the discussion of current problem situations and
the analysis of best practices of the International Center for Academic Integrity [3].

Time and again, research has shown that having a culture of integrity on campus
can be a natural deterrent to cheating or e-cheating. This culture cannot be developed
overnight, and not amidst stress, anxiety, and a whole new mode of teaching and
delivery. A recent ETICO blog focused on the importance of policy frameworks that
can help govern the institution’s attitude, proactive actions, and reactions to academic
dishonesty. While policies are crucial top-down efforts, the practical implementation
of these policies often miss the most important stakeholders — namely students [4].

The ETICO portal is a web-based platform that regroups and disseminates all
the latest information and resources on ethics and corruption in education from IIEP-
UNESCO, as well as from a range of partners and stakeholders active in this field [5].

The ETICO programme, initiated in 2001, aims to strengthen educational
planning and management strategies by promoting a culture of ethics, reducing corrupt
practices, and integrating the principles of transparency and accountability at the
political level. There are three main channels: Research, Training, Strategic
Assistance.

It is important to highlight educational courses in the work. New IIEP online
course on corruption in education. September 2020 marked the launch of the IIEP-
UNESCO online course on ‘Transparency, accountability, and anti-corruption
measures in education’. Building on IIEP’s research and training activities in the area
of corruption in education, this new course aims to bring together different education
stakeholders to learn and exchange on practices of corruption, and strategies to address
them in different education domains. This online course is organized as part of the
Institute’s programme on Ethics and Corruption in Education. The IIEP online course
takes place over 7 weeks, beginning on September 21st and ending on November 6th.
The course has registered 77 participants from 13 countries, namely Afghanistan,
Bahrein, Cook Islands, Kenya, Eswatini, Myanmar, Oman, United Arab Emirates
(UAE), Papua New Guinea, Philippines, Tanzania, USA, and Uzbekistan. Participants

include members of ministries of education, legal advisors, prosecutors, university
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administrative staff, civil society representatives, and representatives from UNHCR
and the Global Partnership for Education (GPE). Participants expressed a common
motivation for engaging in the course, that is, the desire to enhance their understanding
and acquire new skills to improve transparency and accountability within the education
sector of their country. Participants are required to complete both individual and group
assignments as a part of this course. Group assignments focus on the design of a
country project, in which the participants work together on a specific area of education
planning and management as they progress through course modules. Those modules
deal with the following topics: understanding corruption risks in the education sector,
learning different corruption diagnostic tools and formulating anti-corruption strategies
to improve transparency, accountability, social integrity and tolerance in the education
sector. The latest scientific research at the Department of Language Training of Foreign
Citizens of Sumy State University is specifically aimed at highlighting the possibilities
and ways of implementing European values of the social and academical integrity and
management strategies by promoting a culture of ethics, reducing corrupt practices in
the lessons of the Ukrainian language as a foreign language in the context of European
integration. It is important to note that within the implementation of the Jean Monnet
Module "European values of intercultural dialogue in education: interdisciplinary and
inclusive approaches” (“European values of intercultural dialogue in education:
interdisciplinary and inclusive approaches” - EUROVALID) it is planned to direct
research and educational activities with active participation students, young scientists
and educators [2].

Against the background of the events in Ukraine, the study of students' value
orientations showed the greatest importance of the values of independence, democracy,
respect for the rights and freedoms of the Ukrainian space, as well as the personal well-
being of citizens, in particular: family, health, education, career and self-realization,
material well-being and prosperity, personal security and personal freedom. An
important task of modern education is the implementation of the basic values of the

European Union in educational programs taking into account an interdisciplinary
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approach - respect for human dignity, freedom, democracy, equality, the rule of law,
respect for human rights, tolerance, intercultural dialogue.

Conclusions and prospects for further research. In our study, attention is focused
on the importance of the implementation of European values in the education of foreign
students in the context of European integration into the educational space. The main
vector of development of Ukraine and its national system of higher education is
European integration. Sumy State University implements the idea of a European
university oriented towards innovation, based on strong democratic traditions,
academic freedom, an atmosphere of creativity and publicity, and the formation of
European values. Orientation to European values is necessary for creating a system of
providing and constantly improving the quality of higher education.

Therefore, it is effective in the educational process to use innovative learning
methods, such as trainings IIEP online course on corruption in education on time in an
online format. The analysis of the experience of activity in the outlined direction of the
ETICO portal allowed us to outline the possibilities of implementing progressive ideas
in practice during the implementation of the three-year Jean Monnet Module
"European values of intercultural dialogue in the field of education: interdisciplinary
and inclusive approaches” (EUROVALID), which is possible with the support of the
EU, results the implementation of which will be the subject of further scientific

investigations.
