ENTREPRENEURSHIP AND INDEPENDENT EMPLOYMENT
IN THE DIGITAL ECONOMY: STATE, PROBLEMS AND NEW OPPORTUNITIES

Summary. The article is a continuation of a number of publications by the author exploring the challenges
of the digital economy for Ukraine. In the article, considering the links between the latest technologies and
the labor market, the impact of promising technologies on employment and unemployment is explored. It is
emphasized that the development of high throughput computing (HTC), new architectures and principles of
high-performance computing (HPC), on the one hand, have caused the Industrial Revolution 4.0 and create a
digital economy, in which information and communication technologies have become the key driver of economic
growth. ensure the functioning of the world markets for information and knowledge, capital and labor, and on
the other hand, lead to certain risks. These include those emerging in the labor market, including the risk of
job elimination, not only professions that often perform repetitive operations, but also requiring a high level of
skills, but also intellectual, cognitive and analytical work, are threatened with abolition, associated with per-
forming standard operations. It is noted that new employment profiles are emerging, namely crowdsourcing;
"work on demand using software applications"; self-employment; hybrid entrepreneurship or individual hy-
brid self-employment; freelancing; the development of intermediary firms specializing in the recruitment and
provision of staff under leasing and out staffing; outsourcing. Thus, taking into account the new opportunities
brought by the digital economy and the new risks arising in the labor market, the relevance of both theoreti-
cal and empirical studies related to digital transformation, the emer-gence of the information society and the
knowledge society is increasing. Despite the considerable number of publications on the outlined subject mat-
ter, we note that the dynamics of the processes occurring in the digital economy and the related challenges and
the interdisciplinary aspects of learning and activities require further empirical, theoretical, methodological
and practical studies, taking into account the commitments between the latest technologies, employment and
education to meet the needs of the economy and the labor market.
