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DEVELOPMENT OF SPEAKING SKILLS IN UKRAINIAN AS A FOREIGN
LANGUAGE CLASSES USING A MOBILE PHONE

The relevance of the topic is that mobile phones are firmly rooted in the
everyday life of mankind. Today, mobile phones serve us not only as a means of
making calls. It also stores our identity cards, medical records, etc. It is a very

popular and multitasking gadget. Therefore, there is a great deal of interest in its
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pedagogical use and its impact on every aspect of the learning process, including
language learning.

Nowadays, modern mobile phones, the so-called smartphones, are
sophisticated smart gadgets far ahead of regular mobile phones, i.e., communication
tools that can make calls and write SMS messages [6].

The purpose of the research is to study mobile phones as one of the tools for
acquiring speech skills during classes in Ukrainian as a foreign language.

The main results. Until recently, it was believed that mobile phones interfere
with the classroom and distract from the process of acquiring new knowledge.
Students learn incompletely or superficially. These are the disadvantages of mobile
phones in terms of educational activities, as they affect discipline in one way or
another. Therefore, some educational institutions (secondary schools, vocational
schools) have introduced regulations to improve the efficiency of the educational
process and the culture of mobile phone use, in which curators and class teachers are
advised to talk to both children and parents about the ethics of mobile phone use,
including the prohibition of video recording or photography of participants in the
educational process.

In recent years, the use of mobile phones in the educational process in general
education and higher education institutions has become widespread. Numerous
methods and techniques of teaching with the help of these gadgets have been
developed and tested by many practitioners. Over the past year, the social and
political processes in Ukraine have made it clear that mobile phones/smartphones can
be one of the few alternatives to using them in the learning process, for example, in
power outages, etc.

Mobile-assisted language learning (MALL) is learning a foreign language or
second language using various mobile devices such as mobile phones, tablets, and
personal digital assistants [9].

MALL is a freer way of learning learners can choose to learn a second
language anytime and anywhere [7; 8].

Vorona T. O. and Koryagina A. Y. noted that mobile foreign language learning
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«enhances visibility, increases the intensity of the lesson, promotes individualisation
and differentiation of learning, and improves its quality» [2, p. 57-58].

Thus, modern mobile phones are indispensable gadgets during classes in
Ukrainian as a foreign language. Due to the possibility of installing any application,
these multitasking gadgets can be used to develop almost all language skills.

Among the advantages are: popularity, i.e., all international students have
phones with a standard set of functions and applications, you can download
textbooks, various videos, and audio files, it is enough to have only internal memory,
even for a small amount of money; mobility, i.e., lightweight and size facilitate
transportation.

Reading is one of the first skills that international students need to master.
Reading «satisfies the cognitive need of students to obtain new information; ...
through reading, the skill of speech develops, vocabulary increases, etc...» [1, p. 24].

Electronic textbooks and manuals can be used to develop reading skills. It is
enough to download learning materials. Modern phones can read Word, pdf, and
other formats.

Listening skill is a receptive type of speech activity, that performs a
communicative function, i.e., stimulates students' speech activity, prepares students
for professional activities, etc.

A recorder can be used to develop listening skills or learn new vocabulary.
Thus, the teacher, a native speaker of the target language, dictates fragments of the
text. Students have to listen and answer the teacher's questions or try to reproduce
what they have heard. The skill of writing is mastered simultaneously with the
development of speech and vocabulary. It includes three groups of skills: technical,
graphic, and spelling [5, p. 187].

The skill of writing with a mobile phone can be formed only in the part of
grammar tests in which students are asked to choose one of the proposed answers or
to type the answer word.

Speaking skills. With the help of the Recorder application, you can monitor the

formation of speaking skills when a student speaks about a pre-selected topic and
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records his or her answer. You can also offer students to watch a video or listen to
songs or poems. This attracts attention and encourages students to discuss. That is,
the teacher asks questions, and students comment on what they have heard and seen.
Of course, speaking skills are best monitored in the classroom, but in online learning,
you can set exercises such as «record your answer on a Dictaphone». In this way,
students develop their speaking skills, and the teacher checks the correct
pronunciation, stress, intonation, etc. by ear.

Conclusions. Thus, we have concluded that the use of a mobile phone
(smartphone) as one of the tools for acquiring speaking skills during the classes in
Ukrainian as a foreign language is effective. Students willingly use their gadgets and
complete tasks developed on their basis. The issue of acquiring writing skills is

controversial due to the lack of opportunities to develop calligraphy.
