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LISTENING IN TEACHING THE UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE
AS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Today, a significant number of foreign students
receive their education in higher educational institutions of
Ukraine. In order to master the language of the profession,
foreign students must understand the language of
instruction.

In order to master a language as a foreign language, it is
necessary to master four generally accepted types of speech
activity, namely: listening, speaking, reading, and writing.

The problem of speaking is one of the most
important in the methodology of teaching a foreign

language. Speaking is communication in a foreign language,
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and therefore, the ability to speak and listen.
The ability to listen to a text depends on many factors,
including the recipient's interest, awareness, and life
experience, as well as their ability to focus. The ability to
perceive information well by ear is formed during the daily
practice of communicating with native speakers [1].
Therefore, it is impossible to choose for listening
texts that contain a large number of unfamiliar words.
During listening, students perform exercises that contribute
to the development of language guesswork and vocabulary
expansion. Most often, this is a task of this type: accurately
determine the subject of the statement; fill in the blanks in
the sentences. After listening, it is advisable to offer
exercises that will help the teacher to check the
understanding of what has been heard.

The purpose of these tasks is to use the listened text
while performing various lexical, semantic or grammatical
exercises. These exercises contribute to the development of
speaking skills (answering questions, participating in the

discussion of what has been heard), writing (performing
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written exercises, retellings) and reading (familiarity with a
printed text already after listening to it.

Students master successive levels of listening in a
foreign language: recognizing phonemes, recognizing
words, understanding individual sentences, understanding
subject relationships (text structure). These skills in the
learning process turn into the ability to listen [2, pp. 45-46].
Such modern ones are used in the educational process
audiovisual means: phonograms — phonorecords of texts,
background exercises, phonotests, audio lessons, radio
programs; video — video fragments, video lessons; computer
educational aids — electronic textbooks, reference books,
dictionaries, games; internet — online dictionaries, podcasts,
films. The following advantages of using video materials
are determined in the process of learning a foreign language:
saturation with selected lexical units for activation
knowledge; typicality of situations; obtaining rich socio-
cultural and professionally oriented of information;
repetition of language units selected for activation.

Listening training in classes on Ukrainian as a foreign
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language aims to help a foreign student master his major
specialty, since listening to lectures in a specialty is certain
a type of monologue speech. In contrast to dialogic, such
speech does not provide instant feedback, but it can cause

certain difficulties in perception.
